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Data from a conflict monitoring group
shows that Israel, which is at war with the
Iran-backed militant group Hezbollah, is
carrying out the "most intense aerial
campaign" outside of Gaza in the last two
decades.

THE ECI AND THE OFFICE OF THE SPEAKER HAVE NOT
PLAYED FAIR IN CASES OF DEFECTION

n the run-up to the impending election to the Maharashtra Assembly;,
Ithe rivalry between the two factions of the Nationalist Congress Party
(NCP), now operating as separate parties, will have its inevitable
influence on political developments and electoral outcomes. In the latest
development related to the rift, NCP founder Sharad Pawar has
approached the Supreme Court for a direction to the NCP led by Ajit
Pawar to opt for a new symbol in the Assembly elections. The NCP's 'clock’
symbol is with the Ajit Pawar group, following a ruling by the Election
Commission of India (ECI) in February, recognizing it as the official NCP.
There is some logic to the demand that the Ajit Pawar group give up the
'clock' now. The ECI's order has already been challenged in the Supreme
Court. Oral observations in early hearings indicated that there are some
doubts about the 'legislative majority' test adopted by the ECI while
recognizing the Ajit Pawar faction as the NCP and allotting the 'clock’ to
the group. The ECI's order had justified the use of the legislative majority
test by observing that the test on which group had organizational
majority was inconclusive, as was the test based on the party's 'aims and
objectives'. Mr. Ajit Pawar revolted against his uncle and joined the BJP-
Shiv Sena alliance and became part of the ruling Maha Yuti coalition,
while the NCP (Sharad Pawar) is part of the Maha Vikas Aghadi, the
opposition combine that includes the Shiv Sena (UBT) and the Congress.
owever, in the Lok Sabha elections, Mr. Ajit Pawar's group won
Honly one seat, while Mr. Sharad Pawar's party, using the symbol of
a 'man blowing a turha' (trumpet), won eight, besides polling a
much higher number of votes. The outcome raises the question whether
the legislative majority during a given period could be used to gain or lose
recognition. Further, Mr. Sharad Pawar has argued that the 'clock' has
been the NCP's reserved symbol for many years and allotting it to one
group may cause confusion in the voters' minds. The court will have to
decide whether to have a level-playing field by denying the 'clock' symbol
to both sides, or let the recognized faction use the symbol as long as the
ECI order is in force. Such disputes, including the other major rift in
Maharashtra over who represents the Shiv Sena, pose a challenge to the
ability of parties to maintain organizational unity in the face of attempts
to split them through defection and rebellion. The fate of the individuals
and parties involved often depend on the Speaker under the anti-defection
law and the ECI, which accords recognition to parties and allots symbols.
Both institutions seem to need the Supreme Court to keep them honest.

SEBI tightens rules:
Essential to protect
small investors

he tightening of rules for investors by the
I Securities and Exchange Board of India

(SEBI) is a pragmatic move to cool the
frenzy to make easy money in the derivatives
market. Reports suggest that lakhs of rookie
traders have ventured into the risky futures and
options segment, treating it almost like an online
casino. India is now the world's largest equity
derivatives market. The downside is reflected in
a recent SEBI study. In nearly 93 per cent of
individual options, traders incurred an average
loss of Rs 2 lakh in the high risk-reward market
over the last three financial years. The regulator
has now increased the entry barriers and made it
more expensive to trade, in a bid to dissuade
retail investors from speculating on risky
contracts. SEBI says the measures will safeguard
small investors and enhance market stability.

A worrying aspect is that more than three-
fourths of the loss-making traders are
continuing their activity. The regulatory action
follows multiple concerns being raised,
including by the Reserve Bank of India, about
mounting losses of household savings by those
taking punts. The implementation of measures
recommended by an expert panel is expected to
deter excessive speculation, especially by those
who may not have the capacity to absorb larger
losses. Some of the changes are set to take effect
from November 20.

The booming stock market has resulted in an
increasing number of middle-class households
investing their savings in equities. A survey says
that most of them reside in smaller cities and are
below the age of 40. The problem to contend with
is that uninformed and uneducated investors are
becoming prey to this retail speculative mania.
SEBI's intervention is a step in the right
direction.

he ongoing conflict between Israel

I and Palestine, stretching back
over a century, has been one of the

most enduring and volatile disputes in
modern history. In recent years,
particularly with the Ileadership of
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu, this conflict has escalated to
dangerous new heights. At its core, the

Israeli-Palestinian conflict involves
territorial disputes, religious
differences, and issues of national

identity. However, as tensions rise, it is
not just the Middle East that faces a
dangerous future-the entire world may
be on the precipice of a catastrophic
Third World War if hostilities are not
brought to a halt.

The origins of the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict can be traced back to the late
19th century, when waves of Jewish
immigration to Palestine, then under
Ottoman rule, began as part of the
Zionist movement. The Zionist aim was
to establish a Jewish homeland in
response to centuries of anti-Semitism
and persecution in Europe. This
increased tension between Jewish and
Arab communities in the region,
especially as both groups laid claim to
the same land.

After World War I and the collapse of
the Ottoman Empire, the British took
control of Palestine under a League of
Nations mandate. The Balfour
Declaration of 1917, which promised a
Jewish homeland in Palestine, further
inflamed Arab resentment. Jewish
immigration continued, and by the time
of World War II, tensions had escalated
into violence between the two
communities.

The United Nations' 1947 partition plan
proposed a division of the land into
separate Jewish and Arab states, but this
was rejected by Arab leaders, leading to
the 1948 Arab-Israeli War. Israel declared
independence, and its victory in that war
resulted in the displacement of
hundreds of thousands of Palestinians,
an event known as the Nakba
("catastrophe" in Arabic).

Since then, Israel has fought several
wars with its Arab neighbors, while the
Palestinian people have remained
stateless. Israel's occupation of the West
Bank, Gaza Strip, and East Jerusalem
following the 1967 Six-Day War has been
a flashpoint for the conflict. Despite
attempts at peace-such as the Oslo
Accords of the 1990s-the conflict remains
unresolved, and the situation has only
worsened in recent years.

One of the reasons the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict has persisted for so
long is the political dynamic within
Israel, particularly under the leadership

of Benjamin Netanyahu. As Israel's
longest-serving prime minister,
Netanyahu has built much of his
political career on the premise of Israel's
survival being contingent on strong
leadership, especially in the face of
external threats. He has continually
portrayed Palestinians and their allies as
existential enemies of the Israeli state.
Netanyahu's political survival has
often seemed intertwined with the
perpetuation of conflict. During times of
relative peace, he has faced increased

sl o ~

scrutiny at home over allegations of

corruption and mismanagement.
However, during periods of heightened
conflict, Netanyahu has consistently
positioned himself as the indispensable
protector of Israeli security. By framing
the conflict as one of survival, he rallies
public opinion around his leadership,
diverting attention from domestic
scandals and other pressing issues.

It is easy to see why the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict, under Netanyahu,
has become an endless loop. Whenever
there is a glimpse of potential peace, or
when international pressure for
negotiations mounts, Netanyahu's
government has often taken hardline
stances, continuing settlements in the
West Bank or carrying out military
operations in Gaza. As long as the
conflict remains unresolved, Netanyahu
maintains his narrative of being the
only leader capable of defending Israel
against its enemies.

On the other side of the conflict, the
Palestinians view themselves as a people
who have been systematically denied
their right to self-determination. For
decades, they have lived under Israeli
occupation in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip, facing restrictions on movement,
economic hardship, and frequent
military incursions. The situation in
Gaza, in particular, has been described

by international organizations as a
humanitarian crisis, with blockades
limiting access to basic necessities.

The Palestinian leadership, divided
between the Palestinian Authority in the
West Bank and Hamas in Gaza, has been
unable to present a unified front in
negotiations. Hamas, considered a
terrorist organization by Israel and
many Western countries, sees the
conflict as a religious struggle against
Israeli occupation. However, both
Palestinian factions, along with much of

the Arab world, insist that Palestinians
must have the right to an independent
state.

For Palestinians, the continued
expansion of Israeli settlements in the
West Bank is a symbol of the ongoing
denial of their sovereignty. These
settlements, which violate international
law, have grown under Netanyahu's
watch, further entrenching the
occupation. Many Palestinians,
especially younger generations, have lost
faith in the possibility of a two-state
solution and instead demand equality
and civil rights in a single, binational
state-a prospect Israel vehemently
opposes.

While the Israeli-Palestinian conflict is
a localized struggle, its potential to ignite
a broader, global conflict should not be
underestimated. As we have seen in
recent years, regional wars often have
international consequences. The Middle
East, already a powder keg of sectarian
violence, geopolitical rivalries, and
foreign intervention, could easily
become the stage for a much larger war
involving global powers.

he United Nations, which was

I founded to prevent precisely this
kind of escalation, has been
largely ineffective in addressing the
conflict. In fact, Israel recently barred
UN Secretary-General Anténio Guterres

from entering the country after he failed
to condemn Iran for its alleged
involvement in attacks on Israel. This
incident underscores the extent to which
international institutions have been
sidelined in the conflict, with neither
side trusting the UN to broker a fair
resolution.

Moreover, global powers, including the
United States, Russia, China, and the
European Union, have been reluctant to
take meaningful action. Each has its own
geopolitical interests in the region, and
these interests often conflict with the
goal of achieving peace. The U.S., for
instance, has been Israel's staunchest
ally, providing it with military aid and
diplomatic cover at the UN. Meanwhile,
Russia and Iran have supported
Palestinian  factions, particularly
Hamas, as part of their broader strategy
to challenge U.S. influence in the Middle
East.

If these global powers continue to
prioritize their own strategic interests
over the need for peace, the conflict could
spiral out of control. A regional war
involving Israel, Palestine, Iran, and
their respective allies could easily draw
in the U.S., Russia, and other major
powers. Given the advanced military
capabilities of these nations, including
nuclear arsenals, the risk of a Third
World War is a very real and terrifying
prospect.

It is clear that the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict will not resolve itself, nor will it
be solved through force of arms. Wars in
the modern world bring only destruction
and misery, and no nation can remain
unaffected by the chaos that ensues in
another, regardless of geographic
distance. In an interconnected world, the
instability of one region can easily
ripple across borders, disrupting global
economies, displacing populations, and
increasing the threat of terrorism.

The world must act collectively and
decisively to bring an end to this conflict.
Nations should put aside their individual
agendas and unite in their efforts to
mediate peace. There must be renewed
international pressure on both Israel
and Palestine to return to the
negotiating table and work toward a two-
state solution that respects the rights
and security of both peoples.

India, with its ancient philosophy of
"Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam"-the world is
one family-offers a valuable lesson in
diplomacy. When there is conflict within
a family, the other members must step in
and mediate to bring about
reconciliation. The international
community must adopt this mindset and
take the necessary steps to prevent a
global catastrophe.

The time to act is now. If the world
continues to ignore the escalating
violence in the Middle East, we may find
ourselves facing a war the like of which
we have not seen since 1945. Let us not
wait until it is too late.
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Jasveen Sangha, ‘the Ketamine queen, trial looms as
1 doctor adm1ts gullt in Matthew Perry death

Jasveen Sangha has been accused of selling 50 vials of
ketamine to Perry over two weeks.

One of two California doctors who were among the five
people charged in the overdose death of "Friends" star
Matthew Perry pleaded guilty on Wednesday, October 2,
to illegally distributing the drug ketamine.

Dr. Mark Chavez of San Diego entered the plea during
an appearance in US District Court in Los Angeles. He
could face up to 10 years in prison at his sentencing,
which was scheduled for April.

Another physician charged in the case, Dr. Salvador
Plasencia, has pleaded not guilty, as has co-defendant
Jasveen Sangha, who authorities said was an illicit
supplier of the drug and was known as the "ketamine
queen." The pair are scheduled to go on trial in March.

Perry's live-in personal assistant, Kenneth Iwamasa,
who admitted to injecting Perry with the drug, and the
alleged middleman who said he obtained ketamine from
Sangha, have already pleaded guilty to charges they
faced.

Authorities said Plasencia purchased ketamine from
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Another physician charged in case Dr Salvador Plasencia has

pleaded not guilty, as has co-defendant Jasveen Sangha, who
authorities said was an illicit supplier of the drug.

Chavez, and in text messages to Chavez discussing the
amount to charge Perry for the drug wrote: "I wonder
how much this moron will pay."

In court on Wednesday, Chavez, 54, stood at a podium

and answered "yes, your honor" to a series of questions.

The defendant admitted to obtaining ketamine with a
fraudulent prescription written for another patient and
that he knew the drug was intended for Perry.

He also acknowledged providing ketamine, a short-
acting anesthetic, to Plasencia, and that he understood
it should only be administered under medical
supervision with proper safety equipment nearby.

According to court documents, Plasencia
administered ketamine to Perry at the actor's home and
supplied vials that were injected by the assistant.
Plasencia's lawyer has said his client properly
prescribed and administered ketamine to Perry.

Perry died at age 54 in October 2023 from "acute
effects" of ketamine and other factors that caused him
to lose consciousness and drown in his hot tub,
according to a December 2023 autopsy report.

The actor had publicly acknowledged decades of
substance abuse, including during the years he starred
as Chandler Bing on the hit 1990s television sitcom
"Friends." Chavez pleaded guilty under an agreement
with prosecutors, who offered him lesser charges for
his assistance in their case against Plasencia and
Sangha.

Indian American Dr. Jay Verma, called ‘Covid Czar’,
caught in drugs-fueled sex-party scandal

Indian American judge KP George
indicted with staging racist attacks on

The Indian American doctor, Jay Varma, who
received accolades for steering the city
through the pandemic as the "Covid Czar"
now finds his reputation in tatters after he
boasted about hosting a sex party while
the city was locked down on his
instructions and people were ordered to
socially distance. A woman working with
a conservative podcaster secretly recorded
him making X-rated boasts about being at
a sex party he and his wife, also a doctor;
hosted at a hotel, and dancing away at a party with 200
people at an underground site in a bank building on
Wall Street. He also spoke in the video of using an
illegal psychedelic drug known as MMDA or ecstasy;
which can get anyone possessing it a prison term.

He has drawn the ire of politicians and citizens after
the podcaster made the videos public earlier this
month. This video appearance was a far cry from his
almost daily presence on TV alongside then-Mayor Bill
de Blasio to report on the pandemic and advise New
Yorkers on fighting it.

He was recently fired from his post-Covid job as the
chief medical officer and executive vice president of a
pharmaceutical company, while the media, politicians
and activists poured scorn on him.

The city's compulsory vaccination program was
opposed by both the extreme right and the left, and the
opponents have zeroed in on him as the man behind
the mandates - like other sceptics have attacked the
federal Covid czar Anthony Fauci, who was an almost
revered figure at the height of the pandemic.

About 100 city workers, who had lost their jobs for
not following the mandate for Covid vaccination, held
a demonstration outside the City Hall, while inside a
Republican council woman accused him of perjury for
filing affidavits supporting compulsory vaccination.
Varma has not denied the basic facts but said the tapes
in the video were spliced out of context. "I take
responsibility for not using the best judgment at the
time," his statement said.

Steven Crowder, the podcaster, was out to discredit
him on the policies for the vaccine and mask mandates,
and the order to keep schools closed during the
pandemic, but the undercover reporter stumbled on
the embarrassing personal admissions.

"T did all this deviant, sexual stuff
while I was on TV (as city health official)
and people were like, 'Aren't you afraid?
Aren't you embarrassed? And I was like,
no, I really like being my authentic self,"
Varma says in the video. He is seen on
the video shot at several locations
dropping salacious details like

"sometimes it isn't so much about, like,
penetrative sexual stuff' and "being naked with
friends". His high point was when the floundering city
reached out in April 2020 to Varma, an epidemiologist
with an international reputation to help it face the
crisis. A Harvard graduate, Varma worked for the
Centers for Disease Control and built a reputation as
an international epidemiologist, often flying to
hotspots and being posted to China, Thailand, and
Ethiopia. Another Indian American doctor, Dave
Chokshi, was appointed the city's commissioner and
the duo was credited with helping the city weather the
crisis after the previous commissioner was fired.

Chokshi is unscathed by any scandal, and so is his
successor, another Indian American, Ashwin Vasan.

Vasan recently announced that he was resigning in a
move unrelated to the scandal or any other problem.
Since the pandemic began 6.7 million New Yorkers
have been infected with Covid and 77,423 have died.
Although the US mainstream media bars its
journalists from making secret videos or tapes, activist
journalists use them frequently, even against the
mainstream media. One of the tactics, like the one
used against Varma, is for a reporter to befriend the
target and win their trust by playing to their ego.

Two prominent politicians have also run into trouble
over parties held when they imposed restrictions:
British Prime Minister Boris Johnson for a birthday
party at his official residence, and California Governor
Gavin Newsom for attending a dinner party at a
restaurant.

Fort Bend County Judge KP George has been
indicted on a misdemeanor charge of
misrepresenting identity as a candidate during
his 2022 reelection campaign. The indictment
comes amidst allegations that George 22
collaborated with a former employee, Taral |
Patel, to post fake racist attacks against himself
on social media to gain sympathy from voters.
George was booked into the Fort Bend County
dJail on Thursday,September 26, at 7:15 p.m. and was released shortly
after on a $1,000 bond. The indictment claims that George knew Patel
used a fake Facebook account under the alias "Antonio Scalywag" to
post racist messages targeting George and South Asians, including
derogatory comments about the Hindu religion. The posts were
allegedly intended to portray George as a victim of racism, thereby
influencing the electorate. The allegations against George emerged
during an investigation into Patel, who is now running against Andy
Meyers for Precinct 3 county commissioner. Patel, who worked as a
consultant for George's reelection campaign, was arrested in June on
charges of online impersonation and misrepresentation. Fort Bend
County District Attorney's Office investigators found that Patel's fake
social media account also targeted Meyers before Patel announced his
own campaign. According to the warrant, cell phone records showed
conversations between Patel and a contact saved as "KP George,"
discussing the press release that George later issued condemning the
racist attacks. Patel sought approval from George for the press release,
which included screenshots of the posts made by "Antonio Scalywag."
Investigators also found that George had responded to Patel's messages
about using the fake account to counter social media criticisms with a

The Foundation said that her recent
project focused "on the lives of women
performers of Tamasha, a popular form
of bawdy folk theatre that has been
practiced predominantly by Dalits in
Maharashtra for centuries".

"Despite the state's efforts to reframe
Tamasha as an honorable and
quintessentially = Marathi  cultural
practice, ashlil (the mark of wvulgarity)

sticks to Dalit Tamasha women," it said.

Based on the project, she published a
book, "The Vulgarity of Caste: Dalits,
Sexuality, and Humanity in Modern
India". It said, "Paik also critiques the
narrative of Dr B.R. Ambedkar, the
twentieth century's most influential caste
abolitionist" and the architect of India's
Constitution.

In an interview with National Public
Radio (NPR), the US government-
subsidized broadcaster, she said that she
was herself a member of the Dalit
community who grew up in Pune in a
slum area and was inspired by her
father's dedication to education.

After getting her masters' degree from
the Savitribai Phule University in Pune,
she went to the University of Warwick in
the UK for her PhD.

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Bridging the chasm of
global inequality

THE BIG LESSON FROM THE SUMMIT IS THAT DEVELOPING COUNTRIES HAVE YET TO EXPLOIT THE
OPPORTUNITIES PRESENTED BY THE U.N. SYSTEM

As global power shifts back
to Asia, both giants are
conscious that their ideas
are different from the
dominant view espoused by
the West on how societies
work, change, and can be
influenced.

he Summit of the Future raises a

I set of fundamental questions on

global governance: should the
focus be on great power competition or
continuing imbalance in the institutions,
agenda setting, and global inequality?
The former looks at the means and not
the ends with a continuing debate on the
meaning of justice.

Global goals do not resolve challenges;
they support new forms of cooperation.
The Summit resulted in a Global Digital
Impact initiative and a Declaration on
Future Generations, an inspirational call
for national action. The concrete impact
is an International Scientific Panel and a
Global Dialogue on Al An
implementation map and
intergovernmental consultations mirror
how climate change came onto the global
agenda 30 years ago. Climate change is
now relegated to scaling up adaptation
finance, and GDP will include
sustainability. Developed countries
continue to have the capacity to shape
the global agenda.

The Summit did not agree to a clear
pathway for Security Council reform and
has called for categories of members.
Reform of governance of global
financial institutions is limited to a
pledge to give developing countries a
greater say in decision making and
review of sovereign debt has been
reiterated. Concerns of developing
countries have got a short shift.?

The problem here is one of definitions.
Should the G-7, which continues to set
the global agenda, be described as a club
of victors of the Second World War or a
group of former colonial powers? The
U.S. established the G-7 in 1973 to set the
global agenda in the United Nations as
an anti-developing country body. The
clash between Western capitalism and

Soviet communism provided the former
colonies who became the world's poor
more space and voice. While the world's
political geography was reshaped, the
'poor' remained trapped at the bottom of
the economic and geopolitical hierarchy.
The imbalance in the wider world is
reflected in the United Nations.

For example, recent figures from the
UN. show that only 17% of the
Sustainable Development Goals are on
track. Developing countries hold $29
trillion in public debt, with $847 billion
in net interest payments, and
experienced a negative net resource
transfer in 2022. In July, the first joint
declaration by G-20 finance leaders on
international tax cooperation ended with
disagreement over whether the U.N. or
the OECD is the right forum to advance
the agenda.

Real change began with the re-
emergence of China and India and their
BRICS grouping, in 2009, but it still
awaits the reversal of colonial
imbalances in key areas. In 1950, the U.S.
used 40% of the world's natural
resources having hegemonic power to set
up multilateralism in a unilateral
manner. With the reconstruction of
Europe by 1970, their share had come
down to 26%. Multilateralism evolved
into treaties, having the authority to
impact national policies. The G-7 share
decreased to one-fifth in 2010, when Asia
used half of global resource use. In a
more equal world, the interests of the
Global South gained a voice but not the

ability to set the agenda. South Africa in
2023 had to file a case to determine
obligations under the climate regime and
this is a severe indictment of conference
diplomacy.

FOUNDATIONS OF POWER

The foundations of power will remain
with the West for a few decades even as
the global trend is in favor of the Global
South. In 1800, Asia consumed more
energy than the rest of the world. In 1850,
it consumed as much energy as the West.
In 1950, the West's consumption was
three times the rest of the world. In 2000,
the West consumed as much energy as
the rest of the world. The imbalance in
the sphere of technology and
endogenous capacity is even more severe
with China and India as outliers
becoming global leaders only in certain
areas. The trend is towards a more equal
world in all its dimensions. In 2000, 4.6
billion people lived in countries whose
combined GDP was just 20% of the 755
million people who lived in the G-7. By
2016, the GDP share of 17 developing
countries as a percentage of the G-7
countries tripled to 63%.?The Summit
accepts this imbalance but focuses on
how progress is measured rather than on
measures to bridge the gaps.

The Summit recognizes that GDP
focuses on the economic performance of
societies but seeks to link it to
sustainability. A broader understanding
of prosperity considers non-monetary
factors such as infrastructure, municipal

services, affordable energy, educational
opportunities, health care, and access to
drinking water that better represent the
urban living standards in a country. A
focus on comparable levels of well-being
is overdue.

The big lesson from the Summit is that
developing countries have yet to exploit
the opportunities presented by the U.N.

While the international political
process is open in procedural terms, it
has been informed by consensual science
developed by 'official experts', and this
will be the case for global governance of
Al and modification of GDP. Experts
frame issues in a manner that
determines the "problem" and how it
should be "resolved".

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Reflections on America's
customary face-oft

THE LONG TRADITION OF AMERICAN PRESIDENTIAL DEBATES HAS MEANT MAKE OR BREAK FOR PRESIDENTS
AND PRESIDEN

onald Trump's decision not to go
Dahead with a second debate with

Kamala Harris, coming as it does
on the heels of his failure to stay on script
in the first - and the resultant widespread
consensus, even among Republicans, that
he had lost the debate with the feisty
Democrat - prompts me to recall the long
tradition of American Presidential
debates I have viewed, that were said to
have impacted the final result.
WHEN JFK CHARMED AMERICA

It all began with the first televised
debate in 1960 between Republican Vice-
President Richard M. Nixon and the
youthful Democratic challenger from
Massachusetts, Senator John F. Kennedy.
As many Americans heard the debates
between them on radio (until then the
favored medium for political broadcasts),
I was amazed to learn that when polled, a
majority of those who listened on radio,
thought the experienced and polished
Nixon had won, whereas an equally large
majority of those who saw the debates on
TV thought he had lost. I saw recordings
of the debates myself a decade-and-a-half
later, as a graduate student in the United
States, and could see why. On TV, the
somewhat glib and brash-sounding (on
radio) Kennedy appeared handsome,
confident and smart on screen; he looked
straight at the camera and seemed to
appeal directly to the audience. Nixon, on
the other hand, despite having served two
terms as Vice-President under Dwight
Eisenhower, was less well coached: he did
not wear make-up or shave, and had a
pronounced "five o'clock shadow" that
gave him a sweaty, dark and glowering
appearance against his tanned and fresh-
faced young rival. He also looked at the
moderator, not the camera, and this
sideways angle made him seem shifty and
furtive, especially in contrast with the
open, relaxed and friendly Kennedy. In the
event, Nixon lost the debate - and the
election.

I was in the U.S. as a student in 1976,
and watched live the election debates
between the "unelected president" Gerald
Ford, who had succeeded President Nixon
when he resigned in the wake of the
Watergate scandal, and Georgia Governor
Jimmy Carter. Ford was a wooden
speaker at the best of times, but he had
defeated the charismatic Ronald Reagan
in the Republican primaries as a "safer
pair of hands" to lead the nation during
the fraught and tense days at the height of
the Cold War. Ironically, it was a gaffe he
made about the Cold War that did him in.
During the debate, Ford said "there is no
Soviet domination of Eastern Europe,
and there never will be under a Ford
administration". His opponents spent the
aftermath of the debate pointing out that
the Soviet Union had troops deployed
across Eastern Europe, whose States were
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U.S. Vice President Richard Nixon and Senator John Kennedy participate in the first nationally
televised debate between presidential candidates in a Chicago television studio on September 26,

1960.

all under the Soviet jackboot as members
of the Warsaw Pact. When Ford finally
explained himself, his defense - that he
meant only that the Soviets were not
"dominating" the spirits of the East
European people - came across as lame.
Ford's debate fiasco led the public to
conclude there was no great risk in voting
for the untried and untested Carter if the
"safer" Ford was so ignorant of the
geopolitical facts of his job. Carter won.

Reagan turned the tables in 1980, of
course, but in 1984, the by-then 73-year-old
President Reagan was up against a far
more youthful challenger, former vice-
president Walter Mondale, a sprightly 17
years his junior. But the gifted debater
that he was, Reagan turned his weakness
into an asset. When the dreaded question
of his age came up - no President in
history had been as old as 77, the age he
would be in the final year of his second
term - Reagan responded with the broad
smile that always accompanied his
trademark wit. "I will not make age an
issue of this campaign," Reagan answered
the barbed question. "I am not going to
exploit, for political purposes, my
opponent's youth and inexperience." Even
Mondale laughed. Reagan won.

Both of Barack Obama's challengers in
2008 and 2012, John McCain and Mitt
Romney, had served in the military and
placed their record of nationalism and
tough-guy service up against the
comparably wet-behind-the-ears orator.
Romney, whose father had made an
unsuccessful run for the presidency four
decades earlier, attempted to make the
military an issue, calling for increased
defense spending and pointing out that
the U.S. Navy had fewer ships than it did
in 1916. Obama, always quick on his feet,
retorted cuttingly: "Governor, we also
have fewer horses and bayonets, because
the nature of our military has changed.
We have these things called aircraft
carriers, where planes land on them. We

have these ships that go under water,
nuclear submarines." Romney, taken
aback by Obama's witty comeback, never
recovered.

THE TRUMP-HILLARY DEBATE

The 2016 debate between Hillary
Clinton and Donald Trump was deemed
particularly nasty, even vicious. Trump
left the podium and advanced menacingly
towards Hillary while she was speaking,
seemingly casting a shadow on the
woman then considered likely to become
the first U.S. woman President. Gender
was undoubtedly a key issue in the
election, pitting as it did a woman
candidate against a man who was widely
portrayed as a serial womanizer, and
boasted on video that his celebrity status
allowed him to do anything to women.

Despite his own unsavory past, the
Republican candidate tried to turn the
tables on his female opponent by
attacking her husband, former President
Bill Clinton, accusing him of being "so
abusive to women". This below-the-belt
blow hit Hillary in a weak spot from
which she was never quite able to
retaliate.

"It's just awfully good that someone
with the temperament of Donald Trump
isnot in charge of the law in our country,"
was the best Hilary Clinton was able to
muster. Trump retorted: "Because you'd
be in jail." His references to "crooked
Hillary" stuck in the minds of enough
voters to throw a close election to him.
Hillary, of course, was never convicted of
any wrongdoing, whereas just this year,
Trump himself was.

BIDEN BOWS OUT

In 2020, President Trump went after the
Democratic candidate Joe Biden,
frequently interrupting the latter's debate
speeches until an exasperated Biden
snapped: "Will you shut up, man?" Biden
won a bitterly-contested race against the

incumbent, whom in one debate he called
a "clown". But in 2024, the man Biden had
dismissed as "Putin's puppy", had his
revenge on his 81-year-old opponent in
what was seen as the most decisive debate
of the current Presidential election. As
AFP reported, Biden "repeatedly lost his
train of thought, stared blankly and
spoke incoherently and with a raspy voice
at times". The debate conclusively proved
to the electorate, including a majority of
Biden supporters, that their man was too
old, forgetful and weak to win re-election
at 81 and serve four years beyond that age.
Biden's dismal debate performance
proved decisive - not to enable a Trump
victory but to prompt enough supporters
and donors to pull the plug, obliging
Biden to eventually drop out of the race.
This enabled his much younger running-
mate, 59-year-old Kamala Harris, to take
over and to turn in the kind of effective
debate performance that prompted
Trump to say "no more".

But will her debate victory prove as
decisive as some of the others I have
recalled? It is too early to tell. Many point
out that when voters go to the polls in less
than two months, the election will come
down to the preferences and prejudices of
a small number of voters in six
battleground "swing states" (the others
are largely deemed to be safely in the
Democratic or Republican columns
already). Whether debate performance
will change the minds of a handful of
undecided voters is anybody's guess. Has
the debate shown Americans a rambling,
easily-baited, myth-peddling and
blustering Donald Trump? Maybe, but
most Americans who support him know
their man was like that anyway, and still
believe he represents their hopes and
resentments better than his rivals. By
avoiding another debate, Trump is
refusing to underscore this perception of
his nature, and trying to win the election
on his issues. It will be fascinating to see
if he does - or whether, by winning their
only debate, Harris wins the presidency
after all, defeating the man who just eight
years ago, ended another woman's dreams
of becoming America's first female
President.

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The United States is already at war

Yesterday, (October 1) Iran fired a
barrage of missiles at Israel in
retaliation for Israel's assassination in
Beirut of Hezbollah secretary-general
Hassan Nasrallah last week and its
assassination in Tehran of Hamas's
political chief Ismail Haniyeh in July.

United States President Joe Biden
instructed the US military to assist
Israel in neutralizing the missiles - not
that Israel is not already equipped with
various layers of ultra-sophisticated
protection against incoming projectiles,
which permit it to go about slaughtering
folks left and right while suffering
minimal damage in return.

During a news briefing at the White
House, US National Security Advisor
Jake Sullivan announced that US naval
destroyers had "joined Israeli air
defense units in firing interceptors to
shoot down in-bound missiles". Praising
the "professionalism" of the Israeli
military, Sullivan also lauded the
"skilled work of the US military and
meticulous joint planning in
anticipation of the attack".

Of course, not once has it occurred to
the Biden administration to
meticulously thwart Israel's ongoing
genocide of Palestinians in the Gaza
Strip, where officially more than 41,000
people have been Kkilled in less than a
year although the true death toll is
without a doubt exorbitantly higher. Nor
has the oh-so-skilled US military deemed
it necessary to interfere in the wanton
butchery currently going down in
Lebanon, where Israel just killed more
than 700 people in less than a week.

And while many an international
observer has sounded the alarm that the
US could now be "dragged" into a
regional war - warnings that will only
increase after the Iranian missile attack
- in reality the US is not really being
"dragged" anywhere.

Rather, the US is in a position entirely
of its own making. And the fact of the
matter is that the US is already at war.

To be sure, even prior to the launch of
the genocide, the US habit of flinging
billions of dollars at the Israeli military
on an annual basis long ago made it
transparently complicit in Israeli efforts
to disappear Palestine. Since October 7,
the billions have only multiplied, despite
Biden's intermittent squawking about
cutting off the supply of certain
offensive weaponry to Israel.

In August, the Biden administration
approved a $20bn weapons package to its
Israeli partner in crime. And on
September 26, the Reuters news agency
reported Israel's announcement that "it
had secured an $8.7 billion aid package
from the United States to support its

ongoing military efforts and to maintain
a qualitative military edge in the
region".

The package was said to include "$3.5
billion for essential wartime
procurement... and $5.2 Dbillion
designated for air defense systems
including the Iron Dome anti-missile
system, David's Sling and an advanced
laser system".

In other words, Israel will be
increasingly well-poised to "defend"
itself against legitimate responses to its
own actions - actions that quite literally
qualify as terrorism.

In the end, it's not rocket science: the
financial and military  support
consistently extended to Israel by the US
does not denote a country that is being
"dragged" into a conflict. It denotes a
country that is, for all intents and
purposes, an active belligerent in the
conflict.

The US also lent a helping military

hand to Israel back in April when Iran
launched hundreds of drones and
missiles in response to a lethal Israeli
strike on the Iranian consulate in
Damascus. On this occasion, too, Iran
was widely cast in the role of terrorist
aggressor and never mind the
retaliatory nature of its action.

It is meanwhile helpful to recall that
the US has for decades done a fine job of
"dragging" itself into regional war - the
2003 US pulverization of Iraq comes to
mind - so it should come as no surprise
to once again find the country front and
center against a backdrop of mass
slaughter. From American drone attacks
on weddings in Yemen to rush
shipments of bombs to the Israeli
military in 2006 to aid in the ravaging of
Lebanon, it seems the US has never met
a Middle Eastern conflict it was not
excited about.

And although the Biden
administration continues to claim ad

nauseam that it desires a ceasefire in
Gaza, the road to a ceasefire in a case of
genocide does not go through billions
upon billions of dollars in weaponry to
the genocidal party.

At the briefing on Tuesday, Sullivan
warned that: "There will be severe
consequences for this attack and we will
work with Israel to make that the case."".

Sullivan also stressed that this was a
"fog of war" situation, and that he
reserved the right to "amend and adjust
as necessary" his initial assessment.

But in the fog of the latest war one
thing, at least, is clear: the US is already
a primary belligerent.

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Mahatma Gandhyr’s bust unvelled at Seattle Center

SEATTLE, WA (TIP)

A bust of Mahatma Gandhi was unveiled
at the Seattle Center on the iconic Indian
freedom fighter's birth anniversary:

The bust was unveiled on Wednesday in
the presence of Seattle Mayor Bruce Harrell;
Congressman Adam Smith; and
Congresswoman Pramila Jayapal, who is of
Indian origin. The bust - the first installation
on Gandhi in Seattle - has been placed just
below the base of the popular Space Needle
and adjacent to the Chihuly Garden and
Glass Museum. The unveiling ceremony was
led by the Consul General of India in Seattle
Prakash Gupta. It was also attended by Lt
Gen Xavier Brunson, commander of the US
First Corps in the Pacific Northwest, and
Eddie Rye - chair of the Martin Luther King-
Gandhi Initiative.

Dignitaries who spoke at the Gandhi
Jayanti ceremony underscored the values of
Ahimsa (Non-Violence), Satyagraha (truth
force) and Sarvodaya (welfare for all) as being
the defining need in contemporary times.

To mark the occasion, Washington
Governor Jay Inslee issued an official
proclamation, acknowledging the bust as a

powerful reminder of the impact of non-
violence in driving change.

The proclamation noted that the sculpture
of Mahatma Gandhi, a gift from the
Government of India to the City of Seattle,
will serve as a "lasting tribute to Gandhi's
teachings and a reminder of the power of
nonviolent action in achieving social and
political change".

The proclamation from the State of
Washington said that in its commitment to
fostering a culture of peace, tolerance and
understanding, it appreciates the unveiling
of the statue of Mahatma Gandhi at the
Seattle Center; "a gift from India, symbolizing
our dedication to these values and honoring
Gandhi's profound impact on humanity".

It added that Washington is home to a
vibrant community of over 200,000 Indian
Americans whose contributions to the state's
cultural, economic and social fabric are
invaluable. Another proclamation was
issued by King County; designating October 2
as Mahatma Gandhi Day' across all 73 cities
of the Greater Seattle area.

The King County proclamation said that
Gandhi's "life and legacy of non-violence and
peace have inspired millions around the

non-violent resistance, or Satyagraha, played
a pivotal role in India's struggle for
independence and has influenced numerous
civil rights movements globally, promoting
justice, equality and human rights.

It said that in a 1986 resolution, the King

King Jr, a strong follower of Mahatma
Gandhi and his principle of non-violence, as
the county's official namesake.

It added that King was once quoted as
saying, "To other countries, I may go as a
tourist, but to India, I come as a pilgrim".

The Indian consulate in Seattle
commenced operations last November with
consular jurisdiction over the nine Pacific
Northwest states of Washington, Oregon,
Idaho, Montana, Wyoming, North Dakota,
South Dakota, Nebraska, and Alaska.

The installation of Gandhi's bust in Seattle
is one in a series of initiatives being
implemented  across its consular
jurisdiction, the Consulate said in a release.

USCIREF flags ‘increasing abuses’ against religious minorities in India

WASHINGTON, D.C. (TIP)

A US federal government commission has flagged the
alleged worsening of religious freedom in India and called
for it to be designated as a "Country of Particular Concern".

Authored by senior policy analyst Sema Hasan, the
section on India describes the use of misinformation and
disinformation - including hate speech by government
officials - to incite violent attacks against
religious minorities and their places of
worship, the US Commission for International
Religious Freedom (USCIRF) said in a
statement.

In its annual report, the USCIRF also
recommended that the US Department of State
designate India as a "Country of Particular
Concern" for engaging in systematic, ongoing
and egregious violations of religious freedom.

The state department has so far refrained
from accepting the recommendations.

"This report highlights how, throughout 2024, individuals
have been killed, beaten, and lynched by vigilante groups,
religious leaders have been arbitrarily arrested, and homes
and places of worship have been demolished. These events
constitute particularly severe violations of religious
freedom," the USCIRF said. Beginning with the previous
Manmohan Singh-led government, India has consistently
denied visas to USCIRF members to visit the country;, citing
"interference" in its internal affairs, it added.

India and several Indian-American groups have in the
past accused the USCIRF of biased, unscientific and
agenda-driven reporting to malign the country.

"It (the report) further describes changes to and
enforcement of India's legal framework to target and
disenfranchise religious minorities, including the
Citizenship Amendment Act, a uniform civil code, and
several state-level anti-conversion and cow slaughter laws,"
the USCIRF said.

India has called USCIRF a 'biased organization with a
political agenda and has rejected report on religious
freedom. "The USCIRF would also be well advised to utilize
its time more productively on addressing human rights
issues in the United States," the Ministry of External
Affairs said. Responding to media queries on USCIRF's
report on religious freedom in India, Ministry of External
Affairs spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said, "Our views on

the United States Commission on International Religious
Freedom (USCIRF) are well known. It is a biased
organization with a political agenda. It continues to
misrepresent facts and peddles a motivated narrative about
India. We reject this malicious report, which only serves to
discredit USCIRF further."

He added, "We would urge USCIRF to desist from such
agenda driven efforts. The USCIRF would also
be well advised to utilize its time more
productively on addressing human rights
issues in the United States."

The USCIRE, in its 2024 annual report, had
@ recommended that the US State Department
designate India "as a Country of Particular
Concern" for "engaging in severe religious
freedom violations. "The USCIRE a
Washington DC-based bipartisan U.S. federal
government agency, had released a country
update on India, flagging "collapsing religious freedom
conditions".The report highlights that religious freedom
conditions have "continued to worsen throughout 2024,
particularly in the months prior to and immediately
following the country's national elections."

Offering an overview of the various religious freedom
violations that have taken place in India in 2024, it details
changes in the country's legal framework, including the
strengthening of "discriminatory legislation like state-level
anti-conversion and anti-terrorism laws", as well as the
publication of the rules for implementing the 2019
Citizenship (Amendment) Act (CAA), and the passing of a
state-level Uniform Civil Code (UCC) bill in Uttarakhand.

In a section titled, 'Expropriation and demolition of
places of worship and Muslim property', the report notes
that "since the beginning of 2024, Indian authorities have
facilitated the expropriation of places of worship,
including the construction of Hindu temples on the sites of
mosques." It details how the days following the Ayodhya
temple's January 2024 consecration "were marked by a
series of attacks and other instances of intolerance against
religious minorities across six states", noting, "in each
instance, violence erupted following Hindu nationalist
processions through predominantly Muslim
neighborhoods." It further states that "beyond demolitions,
the government has expropriated several mosques for
alternative purposes, directly violating India's Places of

Worship (Special Provisions) Act."

The report notes with concern the trend of authorities
using state-level policies, especially anti-conversion laws,
"to target religious minorities across India," detailing that
"since the beginning of the year, authorities have arrested
dozens of Christians on allegations of conducting or
participating in forced conversions."

It also flags the phenomenon of anti-cow slaughter laws
being "frequently exploited" by vigilante groups to "target
religious minorities, including Muslims, Christians, and
Dalits", noting that the perpetrators operate with impunity,
rarely face punishment and "are often released on bail
within 24 hours."

The India country update also details how in the lead-up
to the June 2024 Lok Sabha elections, political officials
"wielded hate speech and discriminatory rhetoric" against
Muslims. "Prime Minister Modi repeatedly claimed that
the opposition party would 'wipe out Hindu faith from the
country and... perpetuated hateful stereotypes about
Muslims, referring to them as 'infiltrators", the reported
stated.

The release also highlights how misinformation,
disinformation and "hate speech by Indian government
officials frequently fuel and incite cow vigilantism and
other attacks against religious minorities," and cites the
examples of speeches by two MLAs, Nitesh Rane and Geeta
Jain. In a section titled 'Attacks against Religious
Minorities', the report notes that from January to March
alone, "161 incidents of violence against Christians in India
were reported", with the incidents ranging from "violent
attacks on churches and prayer meetings to physical
assaults, harassment, and false allegations of forced
conversion."

In another section detailing the "crackdown on civil
society and faith-based organizations', the report states that
authorities have used India's Foreign Contribution
Regulation Act (FCRA) to obstruct the work of civil society
organizations" and noted the NGOs whose FCRA licenses
were cancelled this year included "Church of North India,
Synodical Board of Social Service," and other Christian

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There will be no change in policy on
multi-brand retailing: Piyush Goyal in US

WASHINGTON, D.C. (TIP)

India's Union Minister of Commerce and
Industry Piyush Goyal on Thursday,
October 3, categorically ruled out the entry
of multi-brand retailing in India as such a
move would destroy pop-and-mom stores
like that of the US. Except for this, he said,
India is open to all kinds of economic
reforms necessary to take the country on
an accelerated growth.

"If the need arises, we can re-look at any
of these (policies) or the government has
the authority through cabinet approval to
allow greater percentages (of foreign
stakes in various sectors). Or we can go to
Parliament and change it also, not a
problem, though I do not think any of these
requires parliamentary changes," Goyal

said in response to a question at the Centre
for Strategic and International Studies
think-tank here.

"The important area where sometimes,
and particularly in countries like the US, I
hear voices is about multi-brand retail. And
that is a no-no. I want to make it loud and
clear that there will be no change in our
policy on multi-brand retail. America has

suffered the consequences of big tech and
large retail and the interplay of the two
leading to almost the annihilation of mom-
and-pop stores across the length and
breadth of the country;" he said.

Goyal said the United States can afford it
because its population is much smaller
compared to India and there are alternative
avenues for people to do jobs in. "And
probably, you are satisfied that the rest of
the youngsters are now just left to be sales
delivery boys or delivery girls. That is a
choice each country makes," he noted.

"India has nearly 100 billion small mom-
and-pop stores in the length and breadth
of the country. In every village that you
will go to, there will be 10 or 12 small shops
selling different types of products. There

will be 10 or 12 small shops providing
different services. There will be a
pharmacy in almost every corner around
the country;," the minister said.

"We believe that they all play a very
important role. We want them to be
integrated with technology. We are happy
if they get integrated with e-commerce or
get a chance to withstand the business
practices of the e-commerce companies.
But we are not looking at changing the
rules for e-commerce. Other than that,
there is no sector left where we have any
restrictions whatsoever," he said.

The senior leader from the ruling BJP
said even in defense, 100 per cent foreign
ownership is allowed in India.

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‘Will behave accordingly...’s EAM rules
out India-Pak talks at SCO

NEW DELHI (TIP)

External affairs minister S Jaishankar
on Saturday clarified that he will not
hold a dialogue with Pakistan during his
upcoming visit to the country to attend
the Shanghai Cooperation
Organisation's (SCO) conclave.

"It (visit) will be for a multilateral
event. I'm not going there to discuss
India-Pakistan relations. I'm going there
to be a good member of the SCO," he said
at the sidelines of an event in the
national capital.

"But, you know, since I'm a courteous
and civil person, I will behave myself
accordingly," he added.

S Jaishankar also took a veiled dig at
Pakistan, holding it responsible for the
derailment of the SAARC initiative.

"At the moment SAARC is not moving
forward, we haven't had a meeting of
SAARC for a very simple reason - there is
one member of SAARC who is practising
cross-border terrorism at least against
one more member of SAARC, maybe
more... Terrorism is something which is
unacceptable and despite a global view of
it if one of our neighbours continues to
do it - there cannot be business as usual
in SAARC. That's the reason why the
SAARC meeting has not happened in
recent years - but it doesn't mean that the
regional activities have stopped. In fact,
in the last 5-6 years, we have seen far

more regional integration in the Indian
subcontinent," he added.

India maintains that it will not hold
bilateral dialogues with Pakistan until
the latter stops breeding and fostering
cross-border terrorism.

India on Friday, Oct 4, announced that
the minister will travel to Pakistan to
attend a conclave of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation (SCO) in mid-
October. It will be for the first time in
nearly nine years that India's external
affairs minister will travel to Pakistan
even as the ties between the two
neighbours remain frosty over cross-
border terrorism emanating from the

country. Pakistan is hosting the SCO
Council of Heads of Government (CHG)
meeting on October 15 and 16.

The last Indian external affairs
minister to visit Pakistan was Sushma
Swaraj. She had travelled to Islamabad
in December 2015 to attend a conference
on Afghanistan.

The announcement on Jaishankar's
visit was made by external affairs
ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal.

"The external affairs minister will lead
our delegation to Pakistan to participate
in the SCO summit which will be held in
Islamabad on October 15 and 16," he said
at his weekly media briefing.

ED summons former India
cricket captain Mohammad

AMRAVATI (TIP)

At least 21 police officials were injured after a mob
hurled stones at them in Maharashtra's Amravati on
Friday, Oct 4, night amid a row over Hindu seer Yati
Narsinghanand Maharaj's “objectionable” remarks
against Prophet Mohammad. The angry mob was
demanding the police to register a case against the seer.

According to the police, at least 10 police vans were
also damaged in the stone-pelting by the mob outside
the Nagpuri Gate police station.

“A huge mob, including members of some
organisations, came to the Nagpuri Gate police station
around 8.15 pm to press for their demand of
registration of a case against Yati Narsinghanand
Maharaj of Ghaziabad...The in-charge of the police
station told the mob that one FIR had already been
registered against the seer, following which they went
back,” Amravati Police Commissioner Navin Chandra
Reddy told the media.

However, shortly after the video of the Hindu seer's
remarks went viral on social media, a large group of
people returned to the police station.

“When the police officers were trying to persuade the
crowd, the mob suddenly started throwing stones at the
police personnel...Some police personnel and officers
got injured in the attack, and police are taking action
against the mob,” Reddy said.

Meanwhile, the police issued a prohibitory order
under section 163 of the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita (BNSS) barring the assembly of five or more
people in the Nagpuri Gate area.

The police have registered a case against 1,200 people
in connection with the mob incident under BNS
sections 299 (deliberate and malicious acts, intended to
outrage religious feelings of any class by insulting its
religion or religious beliefs), 302 (intentionally uttering
words to deliberately wound the religious sentiments of
another person), 197 (actions that harm national
integration) and others were registered against Yati
Narsinghanand Maharaj at Nagpuri Gate police station
over his alleged objectionable remarks.

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In big blow to Naxals, 31shot dead
in Chhattisgarh encounter

DANTEWADA (TIP)

The bodies of three more Naxalites
were recovered on Saturday, October 5,
morning in Chhattisgarh's Bastar
region, where a fierce encounter with
security personnel took place a day ago,
police said.

With this, the number of Naxalites
killed in the gun battle with the security
personnel on Friday has risen to 31, they
said, adding that a search operation is
still under way in the area.

"Bodies of three more Naxalites were
recovered this morning from the dense
forest where the encounter took place on
Friday," Inspector General of Police
(Bastar range) Sundarraj P told PTI.

"With this, the toll of Naxalites in the
encounter rose to 31. The identity of the
Naxalites is yet to be ascertained, but
prima facie it appears that they belonged
to PLGA (People's Liberation Guerilla
Army) company No. 6, Platoon 16 of
Maoists and east Bastar division of
Maoists," he said.

On Friday, the gunfight broke out
between security forces and Naxalites
around 1 am in a forest between Nendur
and Thulthuli villages on Dantewada
and Narayanpur inter-district border,
where a joint team of District Reserve
Guard (DRG) and Special Task Force
(STF) was out on an anti-Naxal

The intermittent firing lasted for a
long time and the security forces
continued search operations in the area.

This is the highest number of fatalities
suffered by Maoists in a single operation
since the creation of the state 24 years
ago and the offensive comes more than
five months after 29 Naxalites, including
higher-ranking cadres, were gunned
down in an encounter with security
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personnel in Kanker district.

A jawan of the state police's DRG
sustained injuries in a blast in a shell of
Under Barrel Grenade Launcher (BGL)
fired by Maoists during the gunfight, the
official said.

Along with the bodies, a cache of
weapons, including an AK-47 rifle, one
SLR (self-loading rifle), one INSAS rifle,
one LMG rifle and one .303 rifle were also
recovered from the encounter spot, the

IGP said.

With this, as many as 185 Maoists have
been Kkilled in 93 separate major
encounters in Bastar in 2024 so far. While
663 Naxals were arrested, 656 ultras have
surrendered in Bastar so far. The slain
Maoists included three senior Naxal
leaders, Jaganna, Rupesh and Jagdish,
who were members of Dandakaranya
Special Zonal Committee (DKSZC), the
most powerful wing of Maoists. Security
forces have intensified
counterinsurgency operations in Bastar
in the wake of Union home minister
Amit Shah setting March, 2025 the
deadline to end Naxalism in
Chhattisgarh. Chhattisgarh chief
minister Vishnu Deo Sai has hailed the
security forces for executing the biggest
ever counterinsurgency operation in
Bastar in the state in which 28 Maoists
were killed in Abujhmad on Friday He
said that Naxalism is going to end in
Bastar soon and peace will return. Mr
Sai recalled the deadline set by Union
home minister Amit Shah to root out
Leftwing extremism in the country by
March 2026 and expressed confidence
that it would be met. Sai convened a
meeting of senior police officers here on
Friday night to review the security
situation in Bastar in the wake of the
Abujhmad encounter.

100 days as LoP: Rahul vows to ‘restore
love and respect to politics’

I marshy land in West Bengal's South 24

Parganas district on Saturday, triggering
arson by locals at a police outpost there.

Villagers alleged that the minor, who was missing
since Friday evening, was raped and murdered, and
the police did not act on their complaint immediately.

As the body of the girl was recovered by locals in
Jaynagar area early this morning, a mob torched the
police outpost and pelted the policemen with stones.

"The family members of the girl lodged an FIR at
the Mahismari outpost in the area but the police did
not act on the complaint immediately," a local
claimed.

The police responded in the same manner as they
did after the body of a woman doctor was found at RG
Kar hospital, another villager said.

"We will continue our agitation till all those behind
the rape and murder of our minor daughter are
punished. We also demand action against those who
responded to the complaint late, which might have
resulted in her death. Had the police acted promptly,
the girl could have been rescued," Ganesh Dolui, a
local, said.

NEW DELHI (TIP)

The Congress said on Friday, Oct 4,
that Rahul Gandhi completed 100
days as Leader of the Opposition in
the Lok Sabha on Thursday, Oct 3,
listing details of his achievements
and arguing that he had amplified
the common person’s voice and put a
spotlight on the concerns of farmers
and marginalised castes.

Gandhi took over as LoP of the Lok
Sabha, a position that was vacant for
the last decade, on June 24. The
Congress’s announcement came days
after the National Democratic
Alliance government celebrated its
100 days and listed several
achievements.

Gandhi shared a video on all social
media platforms reflecting on his
journey as LoP, saying that his
mission was to “restore the values of
love, respect and humility to the
heart of Indian politics.”

“It is these principles that guide me
as we work together to build a more
just, compassionate and
economically prosperous India,” he
added.

Congress spokesperson Pawan

Khera outlined Gandhi’s actions
during this period, saying he had
forced the government to withdraw
key decisions such as its lateral entry
policy, removing indexation benefits
from real-estate sales, or a draft of
the broadcast bill.

“Gandhi has worked to amplify the
voices of marginalized communities
whose issues often do not reach
Parliament,” Khera said.

“Through his efforts, he has
exemplified the role a leader of the
Opposition should play, giving voice
to those who often go unheard—
people whose concerns rarely reach
the big bungalows of our ministers.
His work shows how essential it is to
elevate the voices of those who
struggle to make themselves heard in

the corridors of power,” Khera said.

He listed 10 achievements by
Gandhi during the period.

Khera listed Gandhi’s visit to
Manipur, interactions with local
people, and raising the issue of
ethnic violence in the state in
Parliament. Khera mentioned that
Gandhi opposed the lateral
recruitment advertisements for 45
bureaucratic positions in August,
which the government ultimately
withdrew. The Congress party
asserted at the time that the move
was yet another attempt by the
Narendra Modi-led government to
weaken reservation policies.

“He challenged malpractice in
government examinations,
specifically the NEET paper leak,
demanding accountability,” Khera
said, referring to the row that
erupted in June over allegations of
question paper leaks during the
National Eligibility cum Entrance
Test. The Central Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) has since taken
over the cases involving multiple
examinees and staff implicated in
the scandal.

NEW JERSEY'S STELLAR PERFORMING
CENTER BREAKS GROUND ON $MULIT-
MILLION CAMPUS REDEVELOPMENT

The New Jersey Performing Arts Center (NJPAC) made history on September 18,
2024 when breaking ground on the $336 million redevelopment of its 12-acre campus.
The Center that has been a catalyst for change in the region and the State of New
Jersey will transform downtown Newark bringing hundreds of new residences,
shops, restaurants, new outdoor gathering spaces and a unique education and
community center with professional rehearsal spaces.

The reimagined campus, scheduled to be completed in Fall 2027, will include
ArtSide, a mixed-use, mixed-income residential complex developed by NJPAC, LMXD
and MCI Collective, and planned and designed by celebrated architectural firm
Skidmore Owings & Merrill. ArtSide will consist of 350 rental units (20% of which
will be affordable housing) new retail spaces, an education and community center,
professional rehearsal studios - among them a new home for Newark's beloved jazz
public radio station, WBGO - as well as an extension of Mulberry Street, on what is
now NJPAC's Parking Lot A.

The 58,000-square-foot Cooperman Family Arts Education and Community Center,
designed by the renowned architectural firm of Weiss/Manfredi, will be built on
Parking Lot C. A dynamic redesign of NJPAC's front yard,Chambers Plaza, and the
addition of a new space, Essex County Green, to the Arts Center's campus, will create
a four-season urban park. Landscape architecture studio Future Green created the
design for the new Chambers Plaza.

Newark's OCA Architects will design renovations of 31 Mulberry Street, an
existing building NJPAC recently acquired adjacent to the site of the Cooperman
Center. The building will house additional spaces for community gatherings, plus
educational and office spaces for the Arts Center. NJPAC's eastern facade, certain
interiors and loading docks will also be redesigned.

"NJPAC's campus redevelopment is more than a construction project; it's a
powerful investment in Newark's communities and future," said Governor
Phil Murphy. "This initiative will not only provide more housing and
commercial spaces, but also create vibrant cultural and educational
opportunities that will enrich the lives of Newark residents for generations
to come. I'm proud to support this transformative project that embodies the
spirit of creativity and inclusivity that is at the heart of our state."

"Newark is a city rich in history and possibilities, and NJPAC's role as an
active, engaged and productive anchor cultural institution in its future is an
extraordinarily exciting one," said NJPAC CEO John Schreiber. "We're
grateful beyond measure to the remarkable coalition of partners, both
public and private, who have collaborated with us to make this new
neighborhood an exciting reality."

mong the partners who have joined in the planning and development of
ANJPAC‘S campus redevelopment are the New Jersey Economic Development
Authority (NJEDA), which granted the project's $200M tax credits under the
Transformative Aspire Program; Prudential Financial, which facilitated the master

planning of the campus redesign and financed NJPAC's pre-development needs;
Liberty Mutual, which committed to investing across the capital stack as both an
Aspire tax credit investor and a limited partner; Citi Community Capital, which
spearheaded construction lending and low-income housing tax credit investing for
the project; TD Bank, which provided NJPAC with New Markets Tax Credit
allocation for the Cooperman Center construction and a tax-exempt bond for other
campus improvements; Essex County Executive Joseph N. DiVincenzo Jr., and the
County of Essex, who supported the redesign of campus outdoor spaces; co-
development partner Siree Morris, Managing Director of MCI Collective; the New
Jersey Housing Mortgage Finance Agency and Freddie Mac, which provided
permanent loan commitments; and New Jersey Community Capital which provided
support in New Market Tax Credits.

LMXD partnered with NJPAC to manage design, approvals and financing for the
project.

"The streets of Newark have always been steeped in the arts. This is a city
where jazz and hip hop are in the breeze, and every wall without a mural is
just a canvas no one's yet claimed," said Mayor Ras J. Baraka. "The new
neighborhood around NJPAC will fully embrace that dynamic spirit,
bringing more housing, stores and gathering places to our already lively
downtown. And one of the highest notes of all will be the new headquarters
for our city's iconic jazz station, WBGO."

Philanthropic support from major donors who contributed to the Arts Center's $244
million Capital Campaign, completed in December 2024, also helped finance the
project. Notably, Leon and Toby Cooperman and the Cooperman family made a
foundational gift to the construction of the Cooperman Center, which will
headquarter NJPAC's Arts Education, Arts & Well-Being and Community
Engagement initiatives.

"Ensuring young people have the best chances at their brightest futures is
at the heart of our family's giving," said Leon Cooperman, a legend in the
investment world and Chairman and CEO of Omega Family Office. "The
Cooperman Center, a new home for so much of NJPAC's Arts Education and
Community Engagement work, will be in service to everyone, from infants
to older adults. Newark is a city of creativity, and I believe the Center has a
unique opportunity to contribute to its future."

The Arts Center celebrated the groundbreaking on the project today with remarks
from Governor Murphy; Mayor Baraka; Mr. Cooperman; Mr. Schreiber; state Senate
Majority Leader M. Teresa Ruiz; Assemblywoman Eliana Pintor Marin; Newark
Council President and Central Ward Councilwoman LaMonica Mclver; Prudential
Financial Chairman and CEO Charles Lowrey; NJEDA CEO Tim Sullivan; LMXD
CEO David Dishy; Siree Morris, Managing Partner, MCI Collective; Ommeed Sathe,
Head of Impact and Sustainable Investments at Liberty Mutual Investments; and
WBGO President and CEO Steve Williams.

NJPAC donors, supporters, staff and community partners attended the event,
which was followed by outdoor performances by marching bands and student jazz
ensembles, art activities and a mini food-truck festival on the parking lots that will
be transformed by the redevelopment project.

T he annual eagerly awaited 19th edition of the

Tasveer Film Festival & Market

(tasveerfestival.org - TFFM) makes history this
year marking a pivotal moment for South Asian
Cinema in North America, taking place in Seattle,
Washington State.

The Tasveer Film Market will include keynotes by
influential figures such as directors Deepa Mehta, and
Pan Nalin ('Last Film Show', 'Angry Indian Goddesses'),
and representatives from companies such as CAA,
WME, Blumhouse, NBCU Launch, Amazon MGM
Studios, Red Sea Film Foundation, and more.

"As the first film market dedicated to the South Asian
community, our mission is to build a groundbreaking
platform where diverse voices can thrive and be
heard," said Rita Meher, Founder of the Tasveer Film
Market and Co-Founder of the Tasveer Film Festival.
"By carving out this space, we aim to empower
underrepresented filmmakers, amplify South Asian
stories, and foster global connections that will bring
these narratives to the world stage."

Deepa Mehta added, "Tasveer Film Festival's legacy
and contribution to South Asian cinema is one for the
history books. Launching the first South Asian film
market on a global scale could not have come at a better
time. I am honored to inaugurate the Tasveer Film
Market this year."

Meticulously curated projects, including Narrative,
Documentary, and TV projects, all seeking producing

partners, Minimum Guarantee (MG) deals, sales, and
distribution will be showcased at the market. Tasveer's
flagship Tasveer Film Fund Short Film Pitches,
supported by Netflix, will have finalists present their
projects for a chance to secure a $25,000 grant, with a
total of $75,000 available in funding.

THE TASVEER FILM FESTIVAL: A LEGACY OF
EMPOWERMENT THROUGH STORYTELLING

As the only Oscar® qualifying South Asian Film
Festival globally in the short film category, Tasveer has
championed social change through the power of South
Asian storytelling. This year's Tasveer Film Festival
(TFF), October 15-20, 2024, is a testament to that
commitment and will showcase 110 films including 36
world premieres, 28 North American premieres, 45
Seattle premieres, and 19 feature films from 15
countries (Bangladesh, Canada, France, Sri Lanka,
Switzerland, Denmark, Germany, India, United
Kingdom, United States, Nepal, Nigeria, Pakistan,
Portugal, and Sweden).

There are 91 short films that are a part of the class of
the 2024 edition with 35 world premieres, 22 North
American premieres, and 33 Seattle premieres. Some of

The inaugural Boise Film Festival (BFF) will make its debut October 10-13 with a
20thAnniversary screening of Gavin O'Connor’'s tale of the 1980 U.S. Olympic hockey
team's Gold Medal journey, 'Miracle'.

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Dussehra: Embracing the

triumph of good over evil

VIJAYADASHAMI, ALSO KNOWN AS DUSSEHRA, MARKS THE CULMINATION OF THE TEN-DAY FESTIVAL OF
NAVARATRI, SYMBOLISING THE TRIUMPH OF GOOD OVER EVIL. THIS DAY IS CELEBRATED WITH GREAT
FERVOUR AND ENTHUSIASM ACROSS INDIA AND OTHER PARTS OF SOUTH ASIA. THE WORD VIJAYADASHAMI
IS DERIVED FROM TWO SANSKRIT WORDS - VIJAYA, MEANING VICTORY, AND DASHAMI, REFERRING TO THE
TENTH DAY OF THE LUNAR CALENDAR. THE FESTIVAL FALLS ON OCTOBER 12 THIS YEAR.

he festival of Dussehra is
I celebrated every year on the tenth
day of Shukla Paksha of Ashwin
month. This festival symbolizes the
victory over evil. Over the period of
time, this festival also comes to instil a
new energy into the cultural
consciousness and the sense of
patriotism in the country. Even today, the
need to enliven the culture of this
inspirational and motivational festival
has become all the more necessary in
order to fight the forces of darkness. The
question is who should protect the
culture? Who should lead the rise of
ideals? Who should get his first name
written in the foundation of life values?
The process of fighting evil is very
difficult. This practice of awakening
brilliance and power is very difficult. It
is very complex to give a high peak to
self-existence and self-identity. After all,
how to fight the evils hidden in our
house, when Ravana is taking birth in
the courtyard of the house, be it in the
form of corruption, be it in the form of
political criminalization, be it in the
form of those spreading communal
hatred, be it in the form of anti- national
elements. Be it in the form of terrorists
who break the law, or in the form of
those who make education, medicine and
justice a business. Celebrating this
festival every year, where strength is
prayed for, attention is drawn towards
various issues of national importance.
This provides new inspiration, new
freshness, new strength, new dreams and
new directions.

The festival of Dussehra, which
follows Navratri, is a very special festival
for Hindus; it comes 20 days before the
festival of Diwali. Dussehra is celebrated
to mark the victory of Lord Shri Ram
over the demon king Ravana. People
stage the war between Shri Ram and
Ravana in the form of a drama for ten
days prior to the arrival of Dussehra.
This dramatic life depiction is called
Ram-Leela in North India- people
organize Ram-Leela by wearing masks
and through various dance forms, which
they enjoy, making it a medium of Hindu
culture, following the verses of
Ramayana. They also make giant size
effigies of the three great demons
namely- Ravana, Meghnad and
Kumbhakarna in which big fire-crackers
are filled; and when the effigies are made
to burn, they turn out to be the brilliant
spectacles to watch on.

Lord Shri Ram is, thus, the symbol of
truth, while his opponent Demon King
Ravana is the evil incarnate. This great

religious festival and custom is
celebrated by the Hindus with the
worship of Goddess Durga. The

traditions and procedures of celebrating
this festival are different across the
country. Lord Ram was a devotee of the
war goddess Maa Durga, who worshiped
Maa Durga for nine days preceding the
war, and killed Ravana on the tenth day
of war. After this, Shri Ram rescued His
Divine consort Sita through fighting a
big war in company with His brother
Lakshman, devotee Hanuman, and an
army of monkeys. Therefore,
Vijayadashami is a very important day of
the victory of Good over the Evil, of the
Truth over the Falsehood and the Light
over the Darkness. On this day, along
with burning of Ravana, there is also a
tradition of worshiping weapons,
vehicles and worshiping Maa Durga,
Lord Shri Ram and Ganpati Devata.
Therefore, Vijayadashami has also been
called as Vijaya Tithi. It is believed that
this day is very auspicious to please
Goddess Lakshmi.

Dussehra has a cultural aspect also. It
is also a festival to unite the cultural
unity and integrity of the country. This
year’s Vijayadashami festival has special
significance, because with the positive

revolutionary energy of this festival, not
only a strong message has to be given to
the negative and anti-national forces
active in the nation, but also a challenge
and caution against the misdeeds of
neighbouring countries like Pakistan,
China etc. After celebrating the Amrit
Mahotsav year of Independence, the
nation has to be strengthened for the
Centenary Year that is 2047. The new
consciousness that has come in the
country with the strengthening of
fundamental beliefs, nationalism is a
living evidence of a powerful leadership.
The efforts being made in search of
renewable sources of energy for
nationalism, self-identity, patriotic
sentiments and the Hindu culture are
unprecedented. The contemporary
environment in which the nation is
being led in accordance with the popular
aspirations is extraordinary.

Dussehra is also a festival of Shakti
sadhana, karma, new creation and
worship. During the last eight decades,
there have been continuous political
moves to weaken the Hindu religion and
culture. Actually Hindu is not a religion,
it is an idea, and a culture. Being a Hindu
nation does not mean to be a theocratic
state, but the all-embracing spirit of
Hindu culture. Hindu culture is the
inherent sound of generosity, because it
is the only culture in the entire world

which embraces pluralism i.e. all
religions, ideas and cultures. This
country also gave the title of Rishi to a
materialistic philosopher- thinker like
Charvak who had said that ‘Rinaam
Kritva Ghritam Peevet’ i.e. whatever is
there is today, who has seen tomorrow,
hence today should be lived to the fullest
and even if one has to take loans. If it has
to be done, it should be done. Along with
this, our other sages also gave us this
advice that ‘Satyam Buryat Na Buryat
Satyam Apriyam’ i.e. speak the truth, but
do not speak the bitter truth. The
greatness and specialty of Hindu culture
has been that it advocates the beloved
truth, but also asks for its prohibition
when it becomes harsh.

The Hindu culture is that of non-
violence, but it also talks about self-
defence by taking up arms if necessary.
The word ‘Hindu’ itself gives the sense of
‘Swarashtra’ which is a part of the larger
form of Hindu culture. Vijayadashami
festival is a powerful medium to
strengthen this ideology. Through this
festival, everyone’s voice and objective is
to destroy evil and encourage goodness.
After Navratri, the last i.e. tenth day of
Dussehra is Vijayadashami, which
means that you have conquered all the
three gunas — Tamas, Rajas or Satva. You
passed through these three qualities, saw
all three, participated in all three, but
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you were not attached or tied to any of
these three in any way, you overcame all
three of them. This is Vijayadashami -
the day of your victory.

Indian culture is a worshiper of
bravery and valour. The festival of
Dussehra has been organized to display
bravery in the blood of individuals and
society. The festival of Dussehra
provides good inspiration to give up ten
types of sins - lust, anger, greed,
attachment, jealousy, ego, laziness,
violence and theft. One who is full of
hatred, full of anger, full of malice, full of
jealousy, full of greed, is increasing fear.
All these lead to fear and powerlessness.
While celebrating Dussehra festival of
force and bravery, the biggest need is to
burn these vices within us.

India never supported war or violence,
but when somebody challenged us and
created war-like situations, the skill of
Indian politics is to attack and defeat the
enemy, instead of waiting for his attack.
Since the time of Lord Ram, this day is
the symbolic day of victory. Lord Ram
had left for the war against Ravana on
this day. Maratha Ratna Shivaji also
protected Hindu religion by leaving for
war against Aurangzeb on this day.
There are many examples in Indian
history when Hindu kings used to march
in victory on this day. The celebration of
Dussehra symbolizes protection of
religion, display of power and
coordination of power. Apart from this,
Dussehra symbolizes the victory of
positive forces over negative forces.

Celebrations in Different
Regions of India?

I.Mysore Dussehra

Mysore's Dussehra or Dasara as they
call it is one of the most spectacular
Dussehra celebrations in the country.

The royal heritage of Mpysore
interspersed with the ritualistic
celebration is worth witnessing.

Celebrated elaborately over a span of 10
days, the city honors Goddess
Chamundeswari, who Kkilled the great
demon Mahishasura. The biggest
highlight of the festival has to be the
beautifully illuminated Mysore palace,
which is decorated with 100,000 light
bulbs from 7 PM to 10 PM on each day of
the festival. Many cultural and religious
programs, song and dance performances
are also organized in front of the palace.
The festivities culminate with a
procession through the streets, carrying
an idol of the Goddess Chamundeshwari
atop an elephant adorned in gold and
lavish accessories. The ride is taken
through the city of Mysore, from the
historical Mysore Palace to the Banni
Mantapa. The revelry continues till late
in the evening with a torch-light parade
that takes place in the outskirts of the
city.

2. Dussehra in Bengal, Tripura and Orissa

Come September and the excitement of
Durga Puja takes over the state of
Bengal, Orissa and Tripura. In these
states, Dussehra celebrations are not
quite tied to the epic battle of the
Ramayana unlike the other parts of the
country, rather they celebrate the victory
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of Goddess Durga over buffalo king
Mahishasura. The five day long
extravaganza starts from Shashti (6th
day of Navratri) and goes on till last day
known as Vijaya Dashmi. The
preparations begin months in advance -
from setting up pandals, organising
various cultural activities like poetry
recitation, singing, dancing and painting
competitions to the simple joy of
purchasing new clothes. A lavish bhog is
offered, and may traditional delicacies
are served in the pandals. On the tenth
day, married women bid a tearful
goodbye to Goddess Durga. After the
ritual of Sindoor daan, they offer sweets,
betel leaves and prasad to the idol of
Durga , and later distribute sweets
amongst themselves. Women also put
sindoor on each other's cheeks and
foreheads (symbolizing the well-being of
their married life). People gather again
one last time in the evening, to wish each
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other 'Shubho Bijoya'and later feast on
some good mutton biryani, ghugni or
mutton kosha with pooris.

3.Dussehra In Kullu

The Dussehra celebrations in the
valley are imbued with rich culture,
traditions and a rich legacy of the
yesteryears. On Vijay Dashmi, Kullu
valley's Dhalpur maidan is beautifully
decorated with flowers and lights to
celebrate Dussehra. In the 17th century,
local King Jagat Singh installed an idol
of Raghunath(Lord Ram) on his throne
on Dussehra and from thereon God
Raghunath was declared as the ruling
deity of the Kullu Valley. In Kullu, they
don't burn the effigies of Ravana. On the
first day of the celebrations, Goddess
Hadimba is carried from the temple in
Manali down to Kullu, from where she's
taken to the palace of the royal family.
Later, in a procession she is taken to

Dhalpur and is joined by the idol of Lord
Raghunath or Lord Rama where they
stay until the end of the festival with
many more Gods and Goddesses.
Cultural performances, fairs and
exhibitions are spread across the maidan
and they further add to the excitement.
On the last day of the festivities, the
chariot carrying all the Gods and
Goddesses is immersed in the Beas river.
There is also a tradition of setting a pile
of bushes on fire which is believed to
depict the burning of Lanka.

4.Dussehra of Gujarat

Navratri or Navratra is celebrated
with great enthusiasm in Gujarat.
Devotees fast through the day, and
perform pujas. In the evening, men and
women gather, clad their vibrant clothes,
to play Garba and Dandiya (Gujarat's
folk dance). The folk melodies, and a lot
of singing and dancing makes for a
fascinating sight on the last few days of
Navratri. Several devotees also take a
tour of iconic pilgrimages like the
temples of Goddess Ashapura Mata,
Ambaji temple, and Chamunda Mata
Temple.

5. North India’s Spectacular Ram Lila

Navratri is one of the most significant
festivals up north. Celebrated with much
grandeur and enthusiasm, Sharad
Navratri brings alive the festive spirit in
all devotees. Devotees observe ritualistic
fasts and do pujas to please their beloved
deity. On the eighth or ninth day, there is
a ritual of doing Kanya puja. Nine
girls(seen as the nine avatars of Goddess
Durga) are welcomed into the house by
first washing their feet and then tying
moli (red thread) around their wrists.
These girls are seated in a line and given
halwa, poori and chole . There is also a
practice of organizing grand bhandaras,
in honour of the Goddess, where Prasad
is distributed to the neighbours and the
needy in the locality. The Ram Lila
depicting the historic tale of Rama
defeating Ravana and winning back his
wife Sita is also a common part of the
festivities On the last day, the
celebrations culminate with the splendid
Dussehra festivities, wherein Ravana's
effigies are burnt, symbolizing his epic
defeat at the hands of Lord Ram and the
ultimate victory of good over evil.

6.Telengana’s Floral Bathukamma

The newest state in the country,
Telangana is a melting pot people and
cultures. Apart from visiting temples
and conducting the ritualistic pujas,
Telangana also celebrates the
Bathukamma Panduga or the
Bathukamma festival during Navratri.
This is a flower festival where the women
of the house create beautiful flower
arrangements and decorations in seven
concentric layers in the shape of the
Temple of Gopuram. 'Bathukamma'
literally translates into 'Mother Goddess
come Alive'. The flower arrangements
are an attempt to invoke the Goddess and
seek her blessings. Each year, this
festival is celebrated as per the
Shalivahana calendar for nine days
starting Bhadrapada Amavasya (also
known as Mahalaya Amavasya ) till
Durgashtami,

Dadasaheb Phalke Award:
Reward for Mithun
Chakraborty’s versatility

Mithun Chakraborty’s has been a story of resilience.

Announced as the recipient of the Dadasaheb Phalke
Award on Monday (September 30, 2024), Mithun Chakraborty
has never been a prisoner of image. From arthouse to
mainstream commercial cinema to even fare meant
unabashedly for frontbenchers, he has straddled different
genres with consummate ease.

Beginning with Mrinal Sen’s Mrigayaa in 1976, he has
probably been the only major actor to make a successful
transition from arthouse cinema to commercial potboilers
and back. While Naseeruddin Shah, Shabana Azmi, Om Puri
and Smita Patil each dabbled with limited success in
mainstream cinema after carving out their own niche in
parallel cinema, Mithun is the only one to get a good bite of
the cherry.

In parallel cinema, he has worked with the likes of Mrinal
Sen, Buddhadeb Dasgupta and Goutam Ghose, winning three
National Awards in the process. He switched to mainstream
fare with the likes of B. Subash, K.C. Bokadia, Manmohan
Desai and Parto Ghosh without a hiccup, giving his fans films
like Disco Dancer, Dance Dance, Pyar Jhukta Nahin, Ganga
Jumna Saraswati, Agneepath and Dalaal, etc. Director B.
Subash’s Disco Dancer got Mithun an international fan
following with the film raking it rich in the Soviet Union,
Japan and China besides India. For a few years in the mid-80s,
he was the best-known Indian abroad. At a time when Hindi
cinema was dominated by Salim-Javed’s ‘Angry Young Man’
persona, Mithun rewrote the box office rules with Disco
Dancer, where Bappi Lahiri’s music and his dance numbers
ensured repeat audiences.

For a brief while in the late 80s, he challenged Amitabh
Bachchan for the top slot in Hindi cinema, encouraging Desai
to give him a meaty role in Ganga Jamunaa Saraswati, a
rarity in Hindi cinema where most heroes played second
fiddle to Bachchan.

Yet, Mithun’s most durable claim to fame has to be his foray
into serious cinema where his work in films like Tahader
Katha, Kaalpurush, Swami Vivekanand and Gudiya is still
remembered. With his restrained work in arthouse cinema,
he disproved the notion that an action hero of Hindi cinema
could not pull off neorealism fare. Tahader Katha,
Kaalpurush, Swami Vivekanand and Mrigayaa, each one got
a National Award giving Mithun his own niche in serious
cinema, and making sure his popularity traversed from first-

In an industry which foists a new deity every Friday,

day-first-show to film festival circuit.

There is, however, another aspect of Mithun’s career which
has been under-appreciated. He is probably the first A-grade
star to work in films specially made for the less-discerning
audiences. In the mid-90s, Mithun reworked the economics of
cinema by shooting for films exclusively in Ooty with a
standard cast comprising the likes of Hemant Birje, Gautami,
Deepti Bhatnagar, Kiran Kumar and Raza Murad with music
by Dilip Sen-Sameer Sen. The films, made on a shoe-string
budget of around ?40 lakh, were completed within a month or
so and released without fanfare at smaller centres. Films like
Jallad, Chandaal, Dada, Hitler, The Don and Cheetah were not
heard of in metropolises but earned the producers sizeable
profit besides keeping Mithun’s hardcore fans in small towns
happy. Interestingly, while G.V. Iyer took 11 years to complete
the research for Mithun’s Swami Vivekanand, the star
meanwhile completed more than 20 films!

In recent times, Mithun has played supporting roles in films
like TheKashmir Files and The Tashkent Files, forays which
probably went some way in convincing the three-member jury
comprising former Dadasaheb awardee Asha Parekh, actor-
politician Khushbu Sundar and filmmaker Vipul Amrutlal
Shah to select Mithun Chakraborty for the highest honor in
Indian cinema. Source: ANT

Makers of Emergency film agree to changes by censor board

Monday, September 30, agreed to the changes

suggested by the revising committee of the
Censor Board of Film Certification (CBFC). During the
latest hearing in the Bombay High Court, the
representative of Zee Studios informed the court that
they have submitted a format for the implementation of
the changes and are waiting for the board to respond
now. The development in the case was confirmed by the
news agency ANI. A notification by the agency also
revealed that the further hearing in the matter will take
place on October 3. "Production company Zee Studio’s
lawyer told Bombay HC that they have agreed to the
suggested changes by the Revising Committee, and they
have submitted a format for the implementation of the
changes suggested by the CBFC. CBFC will respond to
this format and the next hearing on the matter is kept
on Thursday, 3rd October (sic)," read the post shared by

The makers of Kangana Ranaut's Emergency on

the agency on social media platform X.

Earlier, the board issued around 13 cuts and changes
to the film, passing the content with a UA certificate.
The revising committee told the makers to make the
changes and obtain the certificate for its release in
theatres. The list of cuts included removal of a few
violent scenes, and a reference to Jarnail Singh
Bhindranwale as 'saint or sant' in a dialogue. The
decision was made following multiple complaints by
several Sikh groups, alleging the film showed the Sikh
community in a bad light.

The makers had three options to proceed ahead: to
accept all the changes and cuts, to contest the
recommendations in a higher court, or to follow up
with the board in further discussions and try to reach a
common ground. It seems like the makers chose to end
the entire fight to finally get the certificate and release
the film on the big screen.

Angelina Jolie withdraws
lawsuit over alleged Brad
Pitt abuse: Report

ollywood star Angelina Jolie has
Hreportedly withdrawn a lawsuit

against the Department of
Justice and the FBI over the release of
documents which concerned the
investigation of the 2016 alleged plane
altercation. The said altercation
allegedly took place between Angelina
and her former partner, Brad Pitt.

"The parties to this action hereby
stipulate to dismiss this action with
prejudice, with each party to bear its
own fees and costs," read a dismissal
obtained by E! News.

The lawsuit was filed in April 2022
with the plaintiff listed as anonymous.
NBC News had reported that the
plaintiff said her (then) husband
"allegedly physically and verbally
assaulted" her and their children
aboard a plane, which caused them
"lasting physical and mental trauma as
a result of the assault."

Later, the allegations coincided with
an FBI report in which Jolie had
reportedly accused Pitt of attacking her
and one of their children during a flight
from Europe to America on September
14, 2016.

No charges were pressed against Pitt,
who denied abuse allegations.

Angelina Jolie filed for divorce from
Brad Pitt on September 19, 2016. The
actors were declared legally single in
2019.

On the work front, Jolie has been
receiving rave reviews for her
performance in Maria, while Pitt co-
starred with close friend George
Clooney in the comedy-thriller Wolfs.

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WW-II bomb
goes off at
Japanese airport

US bomb, likely dropped during World
AWar II, exploded near the runway at

Miyazaki Airport in southwest Japan
on October 2, forcing its closure. The blast
created a 7 metre-wide and 1 metre-deep
crater on the taxiway, prompting authorities
to shut down the runway, South China
Morning Post reported. According to Japan's
Transport Ministry, a bomb disposal team
confirmed the explosion was caused by an
American bomb buried beneath the surface,
dating back to a wartime air raid.

Fortunately, no injuries were reported. The
runway shutdown has led to the grounding of
87 flights but there is no danger of any
further explosions. Repairs to fill the crater
are expected to be completed by Thursday
morning, said Japan's top government
spokesperson, Yoshimasa Hayashi. The
officials are also determining what caused its
sudden detonation.

The disruption at Miyazaki Airport
impacted flights operated by major carriers
Japan Airlines (JAL) and All Nippon Airways
(ANA), as well as other airlines. These
affected flights typically connect Miyazaki
with key Japanese cities, including Tokyo,
Osaka, and Fukuoka, according to the
airport's website. The airlines affected are
working to resume normal operations as soon
as possible, following the completion of
repairs to the damaged taxiway.

Typhoon Krathon: two
people killed and two
missing in Taiwan

wo people have been Kkilled, two are

I missing and more than 100 injured in

bad weather from a typhoon

approaching Taiwan, which grounded flights

and closed all schools, offices and financial
markets for Wednesday and Thursday.

Typhoon Krathon reached super typhoon
status in recent days but movement stalled
overnight and its intensity has weakened as
it moves slowly towards Taiwan’s south-
west. It is expected to make landfall near
Kaohsiung on Thursday, Oct 3, afternoon.
Authorities warned the threat of strong
winds and storm surges remained for coastal
and low-lying communities on the densely
populated west coast, and the mountainous
areas remained at high risk of landslides
and torrential rain.

More than 38,000 troops have been placed
on standby and almost 10,000 people
evacuated from some mountain areas.
Rescue authorities said on Wednesday
afternoon that one man in his 70s had died
after falling from a tree and two were
missing — one reportedly having fallen into
rough seas and another swept away by a
river. On Thursday a truck driver was
reported Kkilled after a falling boulder struck
his vehicle. At least 70 injuries have also
been reported, mostly in the east coast
county of Taitung, which has been battered
by high winds and rain. One person was
reported missing in the central county of
Yunlin.

KYIV (TIP)

New NATO Secretary-General Mark Rutte visited
Ukraine on Thursday, October 3, in his first official trip
since taking office and pledging the alliance’s continued
support for Kyiv in its war with Russia.

Ukraine President Zelenskyy said he discussed with
Rutte elements of Ukraine’s so-called victory plan, ahead
of a NATO meeting at the Ramstein Air Base in Germany
next week. The two also discussed the battlefield situation
and the specific needs of Ukrainian military units.
Zelenskyy reiterated that Ukraine needed more
armaments, including long-range weapons it had long
requested.

He also appealed for Western countries to scrap
restrictions on Ukraine’s use of Western-supplied long-
range weapons to strike deep inside Russia.

Rutte said recent steps taken by NATO ‘build a bridge to
NATO membership’ for Ukraine, including 40 billion euros
($44 billion) of funding assistance, bilateral security
agreements between allies, and the formation of a new
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Zelenskyy and Mark Rutte address a press conference in Kyiv.

NATO command to coordinate assistance and training.
Rutte arrived after a Russian glide bomb struck a five-
story apartment block in Kharkiv, Ukraine’s second-
largest city, injuring at least 12 people, including a 3-year-
old girl, local officials said. Source: AP

Kim Jong Un threatens nuclear attack if
provoked , vows to wipe out South Korea

SEOUL (TIP)

North Korean leader Kim Jong Un threatened to use
nuclear weapons and destroy South Korea permanently if
provoked, state media reported on Friday, after the South's
leader warned that Kim's regime would collapse if he
attempted to use nuclear arms.

The exchange of such rhetoric between the rival Koreas
is nothing new, but the latest comments come during
heightened animosities over the North's recent disclosure
of a nuclear facility and its continuation of missile tests.

Next week, observers say North Korea's rubber-stamp
parliament is expected to constitutionally declare a hostile
"two-state" system on the Korean Peninsula to formally
reject reconciliation with South Korea and codify new
national borders.

During a visit to a special operation forces unit on
Wednesday, Kim said his military "would use without
hesitation all the offensive forces it possesses, including
nuclear weapons", if South Korea attempts to use armed
forces encroaching upon the sovereignty of North Korea,
according to the North's official Korean Central News
Agency.

"If such a situation comes, the permanent existence of
Seoul and the Republic of Korea would be impossible,"
Kim said, using South Korea's official name.

Kim's statement was a response to South Korean
President Yoon Suk Yeol's speech at his country's Armed
Forces Day on Tuesday Unveiling South Korea's most
powerful Hyunmoo-5 ballistic missile and other
conventional weapons that could target North Korea, Yoon
said the day that North Korea tries to use nuclear weapons
would be the end of the Kim government because Kim
would face "the resolute and overwhelming response" of
the South Korean-US alliance.

Kim responded that Yoon's address fully betrayed his
"bellicose temerity" and showed "the security uneasiness
and irritating psychology of the puppet forces".

In a derisive comment, Kim called Yoon "an abnormal
man", saying that "the puppet Yoon bragged about an
overwhelming counteraction of military muscle at the
doorstep of a state that possesses nuclear weapons". On
Thursday, Kim's sister and senior official, Kim Yo Jong,
also ridiculed South Korea's showcasing of the Hyunmoo-
5missile, saying there is no way for South Korea to counter
the North Korea's nuclear forces with conventional
weapons.

Since adopting an escalatory nuclear doctrine in 2022,
Kim has repeatedly threatened to use nuclear weapons

preemptively. But many foreign experts say it is still
unlikely that he would use his nuclear arms first because
his military is outmatched by the US and its allied forces.
In July, South Korea and the US signed a defence guideline
on integrating South Korea's conventional capabilities
with the US nuclear forces to better deal with North
Korea's advancing nuclear programme. South Korea has
no nuclear weapons.

Animosities between the Koreas are at the worst point in
years with Kim's provocative run of missile tests and the
South Korean-US military exercises intensifying in a cycle
of tit-for-tat. All communication channels and exchange
programmes between the rivals remain stalled since 2019,
when a broader US-North Korea diplomacy on ending the
North's nuclear programme collapsed.

In January, Kim called for rewriting North Korea's
constitution to eliminate the idea of a peaceful unification
between the war-divided countries and to cement the
South as an "invariable principal enemy".

He also reiterated that his country does not recognise
the Northern Limit Line, a western sea boundary that was
drawn by the US-led UN Command at the end of the 1950-53
Korean War. He called for the new constitution to include a
clear definition of the North's territories. North Korea has
traditionally insisted upon a boundary that encroaches
deeply into waters currently controlled by South Korea.

On Friday, Oct 4, South Korea's military said North
Korea was again flying balloons likely carrying trash
across the border into South Korea. Since late May, North
Korea has launched thousands of rubbish-carrying
balloons toward South Korea, prompting South Korea to
resume anti-Pyongyang propaganda loudspeaker
broadcasts at border areas.

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At least 78 people died when a boat with 278 on
board capsized in eastern Congo, official says

GOMA, CONGO (TIP): At least 78
people died when an overcrowded boat
capsized on Lake Kivu in eastern Congo
on October 3, a local governor said. A
frantic search and rescue operation was
underway hours later as many remained
unaccounted for from the vessel,
believed to have had 278 people on board.

Jean-Jacques Purusi, the governor of

the South Kivu province, said the death
toll was provisional and that the number
of fatalities could rise further. He said
that according to the information that
local authorities had, there were 278
people on board. The boat set off from
the port of Minova, in South Kivu
province, earlier in the day and was en
route to Goma, in North Kivu province,
Purusi said, speaking over the phone.

“We do not yet have (the full
picture of) the whole
situation but we will have it
by tomorrow,” he told The
Associated Press.

The boat sank while trying to
dock just meters (yards)
away from the port of Kituku,
according to witnesses who
said they saw rescue
services recover at least 50
bodies from the water.

It was the latest deadly boat
accident in the central African
country, where overcrowding on
vessels is often to blame. Maritime
regulations also are often not
followed. Congolese officials have
often warned against overloading and
vowed to punish those violating safety
measures for water transportation.
But in remote areas where most
passengers come from, many are
unable to afford public transport for
the few available roads.

“We will establish responsibilities
and put in place a sanctions regime
but also recommendations to improve

navigation on the lake,” Purusi told

the AP.

He added that a lack of adequate
equipment — there were no life
jackets on the vessel — likely

contributed to the tragedy, as did the
overcrowding and negligence. Also,
there had been a strong storm in the
morning in the area of the lake, he
added.

In June, an overloaded boat sank
near the capital of Kinshasa and 80
passengers lost their lives. In January,
22 people died on Lake Mai-Ndombe
and in April 2023, six were killed and
64 went missing on Lake Kivu. (AP)

'Brutal attacks':

Qatar’s Emir pledges support for

Lebanon amid Israeli ground invasion

DOHA (TIP): Qatar's emir, Sheikh
Tamim bin Hamad Al-Thani, expressed
his "full support" for Lebanon October 3
and said he ordered that emergency aid
be provided in the face of Israel's
offensive against Hezbollah.

"T affirm the State of Qatar's full
support for Lebanon and its brotherly
people against the brutal attacks they
are being subjected to," the emir said on
social media platform X.

"I have directed rapid action and the
provision of all necessary resources to
provide humanitarian and
support to all displaced persons and
those affected by this aggression."

Israel has shifted the focus of its
operation from Gaza to Lebanon, where

heavy bombing has forced hundreds of

thousands to flee. The bombing has
killed more than 1,000 people, according
to Lebanon's health ministry.

"The failure of the international
community to stop the war on Gaza was
a green light to expand the conflict,"
Sheikh Tamim said.

The Emir's statement comes as Israel
issued extended evacuation warnings in
South Lebanon on Thursday, signalling a

relief

s

wider offensive as part of its ground
invasion, which it claims to be a "limited,
localised and targeted" operation against
Hezbollah.

Israel says it is targeting Hezbollah
after nearly a year of rocket attacks that
began on October 8 and displaced some
60,000 Israelis from communities in the
north. Israel has carried out retaliatory
strikes over the past year that have
displaced tens of thousands on the
Lebanese side.

In recent weeks, Israeli strikes in

Lebanon have killed Hezbollah leader
Hassan Nasrallah and several of his top
commanders.

The vast majority of recent strikes
have been in areas where Hezbollah has
a strong presence, including Beirut's
southern suburbs known as Dahiyeh.

But Israel has also carried out strikes
in Palestinian refugee camps in
Lebanon, and a strike in central Beirut

earlier this week killed three members of

a leftist Palestinian militant group.

TAIWAN HOSPITAL FIRE
LEAVES AT LEAST 9 DEAD
AS TYPHOON BATTERS
ISLAND’S SOUTH

TAIPEI, TAIWAN (TIP): A fire at a
hospital in southern Taiwan killed at
least nine people October 3 as the
island was being battered by a
typhoon.

The fire occurred in Pingtung
county, which has been hit hard by
Typhoon Krathon, which made
landfall in the afternoon with
torrential rains and heavy winds and
has brought parts of the island to a
standstill.

Those who died inhaled smoke from
the fire, the source of which was still
under investigation. (AFP)

ALCOHOL POISONING
KILLS DOZENS OF PEOPLE
IN IRAN

TEHRAN, IRAN (TIP): At least 26
people died in Iran after drinking
alcoholic beverages that contained
toxic methanol in recent days, state
media said.

The official IRNA news agency
reported late October 3 that toxic
methanol had killed men and women
in various cities and towns in the
northern provinces of Mazandaran
and Gilan and the western province of
Hamadan.

Alcohol poisoning also led to
hundreds of hospitalizations, IRNA
said. The source of the alcoholic
beverages was not clear in the reports.

The consumption of alcohol has
been generally prohibited in Iran since
the 1979 Islamic Revolution brought
hardline Islamists to power. (AP)

UK LAWMAKERS TO
CONSIDER LAW
LEGALISING ASSISTED
DYING FOR TERMINALLY
ILL PERSONS

LONDON (TIP): UK lawmakers are
to consider a proposal to legalise
assisted dying, a member of the ruling
Labour party said October 3, as calls

mount to change the law.
Parliamentarians will discuss the
emotive issue after MP Kim
Leadbeater introduces a bill on

October 16 to give terminally ill people
"choice" at the end of life. If
successful, the legislation will only
affect England and Wales.

Leadbeater is the sister of Labour
MP Jo Cox, who was murdered by a far-
right extremist during the 2016 EU
referendum campaign. Prime Minister
Keir Starmer pledged to make
parliamentary time for the subject as
part of his Labour party's election
campaign in July. On Thursday, his
most senior civil service adviser,
Cabinet Secretary Simon Case, said it
would be a free vote as it was an "issue
of conscience." "That means that
ministers can vote, or not, however
they wish," he wrote in a letter. (AFP)

COLOMBO (TIP): The new Sri
Lankan government during its first
meeting with the International
Monetary Fund (IMF) said it was
committed to the global lender’s USD

the visit was to initiate discussions on
the progress of the IMF Programme
and necessary steps towards the
release of the fourth tranche of the
USD 2.9 billion Extended Fund
Facility,” a statement from the
President’s Media Division said here
about the meeting.

NEPAL (TIP): Nepal Prime
Minister KP Sharma Oli said on
October 2 that more than 4,000 people
were rescued while 24 were missing in
the rain-induced floods and landslides
that have claimed 224 lives so far. In a
press meet at Singha Durbar, Oli said
the government operated at its full
capacity during the natural disaster.
He said the authorities had rescued
4,331 people across the country from
the flooding disaster. At least 224
people have lost their lives. (PTI)

OVER 700 IMRAN
SUPPORTERS ‘HELD’
AHEAD OF MARCH
PLANNED BY PARTY IN
ISLAMABAD

ISLAMABAD (TIP) Over 700
supporters of the jailed former
Pakistan Prime Minister Imran Khan
were arrested from different parts of
Punjab on October 3, a day before a
major protest march in Islamabad by
his party for the independence of the
judiciary, release of the party founder
and against rising inflation.

“Do or die — October 4th is the battle
cry! No more waiting, no more silence.
This is the final stand at D Chowk
(Islamabad), where the brave gather
and the weak fall behind. We are
unstoppable, unbreakable, and ready
to fight for the soul of this nation.
Either we win or we perish trying,”
Khan’s Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTT)
said soon after the arrests started.

It said the Punjab police arrested
over 700 of its workers and leaders in
different districts including,
Bahawalpur, Faisalabad, Mianwali
and Jhangh following its
announcement to hold protests on
Friday. Punjab’s provincial
government had adopted similar
measures to prevent PTT’s jalsa — the
power show — at Lahore last month.

PTT’s central information secretary
Sheikh Wagas Akram said the
government led by PML-N had holding
protests and public meetings. (PTI)

Bilawal indicates his party
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could

pardon Imran Khan if he is
convicted by military court

ISLAMABAD (TIP): Pakistan Peoples
Party chairman Bilawal Bhutto Zardari
on October 2 indicated that his party could
pardon jailed former prime minister
Imran Khan if he is convicted by a
military court.

Defence Minister Khawaja Asif and
other top officials had last month said that
the 71-year-old Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) founder may face a military trial for
allegedly instigating his followers to
attack army installations after his
workers went on rampage following his
arrest on May 9, 2023.

Talking to reporters here, Bilawal, 36,
was asked about his stance on Khan's
military trial and he responded in
measured words. "We need to assess the
evidence first. After all, we have the
authority to grant a presidential pardon,"
he said while maintaining that his party
was against the death penalty.

His father, Asif Ali Zardari, being the
incumbent president, has the power to
grant pardon to condemned prisoners
who have exhausted their right of appeals
against conviction.

The former foreign minister had his
father's power of pardon in mind when he
talked about the presidential pardon, even
though it is too early to speculate about
Khan's trial by the military and sentence.

Bilawal also spoke about the
constitutional amendments.

When questioned about the proposed
amendments and their deadline of
October 25, he stated, "If the amendments
are made before October 25, the matter
can be settled peacefully While they can
be done later, it may lead to
confrontational situations."

He further asserted that his party would
not abandon the matter concerning the
constitutional court, vowing to see it
through to completion. "We have already
faced significant delays, our demands date
back to 2006 and are part of our
manifesto," he added.

He mentioned that the head of the

constitutional court would serve a three-
year term and expressed his opposition to
the establishment of military courts,
emphasising that the justification for the
federal constitutional court lies in the
Supreme Court's historical precedents.

Last month, a Pakistani high court
disposed of a petition regarding holding a
military trial of Khan after it was
informed that no decision had been taken
by the federal government.

The former cricketer-turned-politician
had petitioned the Islamabad High Court
against his trial being handed over to the
military authorities. (AFP)

Bangladesh recalls envoy from India in major

DHAKA  (TIP): Bangladesh has
withdrawn its High Commissioner from
India, Mustafizur Rahman, indicating a
‘foreign policy’ re-set from the times of
Prime Minister Shiekh Hasina’s regime
that ended on August 5 following street
protests in Dhaka.

Rahman is among six other diplomats
Bangladesh has withdrawn from various
postings across the world.

A letter signed by Mohammad Nazmul
Haque, Director General
(administration) of the Bangladesh
Foreign Ministry, did not give details
why Rahman was being withdrawn but
asked the diplomat to return to Dhaka
immediately.

Separately in Dhaka, the Indian High
Commissioner Pranay Verma had,
yesterday posted on social media
platform X about his meeting with
Foreign Affairs Adviser of the
Government of Bangladesh, Mohd
Touhid Hossain.

“Discussed ways to promote bilateral
relations towards realizing shared
aspirations of the people of both the
countries.”

Jaishankar and Hossain had also met on
the sidelines of the US meet in New York
last week.

onsuming moderate amounts
‘ of coffee and caffeine

regularly may offer a
protective effect against developing
multiple cardiometabolic diseases,
including type 2 diabetes, coronary
heart disease and stroke, according
to new research published in the
Endocrine Society’s Journal of
Clinical Endocrinology &
Metabolism.

Researchers found that regular
coffee or caffeine intake, especially
at moderate levels, was associated
with a lower risk of new-onset
cardiometabolic multimorbidity
(CM), which vrefers to the
coexistence of at least two
cardiometabolic diseases.

The prevalence of individuals
with multiple cardiometabolic
diseases, or CM, is becoming an
increasing public health concern as
populations age around the world,
notes the study.

Coffee and caffeine consumption
could play an important protective
role in almost all phases of CM

development, researchers found.
“Consuming three cups of coffee,

or 200-300 mg caffeine, per day

might help to reduce the risk of

developing cardiometabolic
multimorbidity in individuals
without any cardiometabolic
disease,” said the study’s lead

author Chaofu Ke, M.D., Ph.D., of
the Department of Epidemiology
and Biostatistics, School of Public
Health at Suzhou Medical College of
Soochow University, in Suzhou,
China. The study found that
compared with non-consumers or
consumers of less than 100mg

caffeine per day, consumers of
moderate amount of coffee (3 drinks
per day) or caffeine (200-300 mg per
day) had a 48.1% or 40.7% reduced
risk for new-onset CM.

Ke and his colleagues based their
findings on data from the UK
Biobank, a large and detailed
longitudinal dietary study with
over 500,000 participants aged 37-73
years. The study excluded
individuals who had ambiguous
information on caffeine intake. The
resulting pool of participants
included a total of 172,315
individuals who were free of any
cardiometabolic diseases at
baseline for the analyses of
caffeine, and a corresponding
188,091 individuals for the analyses
of coffee and tea consumption.

The participants’
cardiometabolic diseases outcomes
were identified from self-reported
medical conditions, primary care
data, linked inpatient hospital data
and death registry records linked to
the UK Biobank.

Doctors warn breast
cancer 1s rising among
younger women

S doctors are warning about the rise of another
I | form of cancer in young people: breast cancer.
The American Cancer Society (ACS) has just
released its Breast Cancer Statistics 2024, highlighting
breast cancer occurrence and trends. Per their
findings, rates of breast cancer among women
younger than 50 are becoming more common despite
the huge leaps in breast cancer treatment over the last
couple of decades.

The new report shows that breast cancer mortality
has decreased by 44 percent since the late 1980s. This
progress is the result of advances in treatment and
earlier detection through screening.

Per the report, there is a continued upward trend in
breast cancer incidence, rising by 1 percent annually
during 2012-2021, with the steepest increase in women
younger than 50 years (1.4 percent per year) and Asian
American/Pacific Islander (AAPI) women of any age
(2.5-2.7 percent per year).

The US report showed differences among groups
highlighting disadvantages in social determinants of
health - it highlighted a stark racial disparity that has
persisted for decades.

Black women are still more likely to die of any type
of breast cancer than white women. Black women
continue to have a 38 percent higher breast cancer
mortality rate than white women, despite a 5 percent
lower incidence. Among Asian American and Pacific
Islander (AAPI) women under 50, breast cancer
diagnoses have increased by 50 percent since 2000.
Breast cancer rates in AAPI women younger than 50
are now higher than those in Black, Hispanic,
American Indian and Alaska Native women of the
same age group. In 2000, AAPI women under 50 had the
second-lowest rates of breast cancer.

“The encouraging news is breast cancer mortality
rates continue to decrease thanks to advances in early
detection and treatment,” said Angela Giaquinto,
associate scientist, cancer surveillance research at the
American Cancer Society.

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Indian study finds
method to create
nanostructures for
use in biomedicine,
electronics

team of Indian researchers
Afrom the Centre for Nano and

Soft Matter Sciences (CeNS) and
Jawaharlal Nehru Centre for Advanced
Scientific Research (JNCASR),
Bengaluru -- autonomous institutes
under Department of Science and
Technology (DST) -- have unravelled
new method to create nanostructures
for use in biomedicine and electronics.

The team made a breakthrough in
understanding the process of
controlling the assembly of tiny
molecular units into complex
structures.

This, they said, holds promise for
creating new materials that could
revolutionise industries like
electronics, healthcare.

“Supramolecular self-assembly is a
process where small molecules
spontaneously organise into larger,
well-defined structures without
external direction,” said the Ministry
of Science and Technology, in a
statement.

“Understanding this process is
crucial for creating new organic
materials that can be used to develop
nanodevices -- tiny machines useful for
performing specific tasks at the
molecular level,” it added.

The researchers explored the self-
assembly  behaviour of specific
molecules called chiral amphiphilic
naphthalene diimide derivatives (NDI-L
and NDI-D). They experimented with
two different methods of assembling
these molecules solution-phase
assembly and air-water interface
assembly. The solution phase involved
assembling molecules in a liquid
solution. This leads to the formation of
spherical nanoparticles, which display
unique optical properties, such as strong
mirror-imaged circular dichroism (CD)
signals. These properties are important
for materials that interact with light in
precise ways.

On the other hand, the air-water
interface assembly involved the
assembling of molecules at the boundary
between air and water. Here, instead of
forming spherical nanoparticles, the
molecules arranged themselves into flat,
two-dimensional layers with irregular
edges.

SpaceX docks at ISS to bring
back Sunita Williams, Butch
Wilmore home next year

Aleksandr Gorbunov embarked on a special mission to

the International Space Station (ISS) aboard the SpaceX
Dragon capsule. Their main objective was to bring back NASA
astronauts Sunita Williams and Butch Wilmore, who had been
stranded on the ISS since June 2024. The tension of
uncertainty loomed over the entire mission, but hope and
determination fueled their journey.

Upon successfully docking the Dragon capsule with the ISS
on a serene Sunday, the atmosphere onboard transitioned from
apprehension to elation. As Hague and Gorbunov stepped onto
the space station, they were warmly greeted by the Expedition
72 crew, which included NASA astronauts Sunita Williams and
Butch Wilmore. The sense of relief and joy was palpable as the
crew embraced the returning astronauts.

The entire crew, comprising a mix of NASA and Roscosmos
astronauts, worked in harmony to ensure a smooth transition
for the arrival of Hague and Gorbunov. The space station
buzzed with activity as preparations were made for the return
journey of Williams and Wilmore aboard the Dragon
spacecraft, scheduled for the following year.

Amid this momentous occasion, NASA’s Johnson Space
Center shared the official welcome on social media, marking
the significance of the reunion in space. With the temporary
increase in the crew size to accommodate the new arrivals, the
space station became a bustling hub of international
collaboration and scientific exploration.

Meanwhile, the rescue mission launched by SpaceX unfolded
against a backdrop of challenges posed by external factors
such as high winds and rain due to Hurricane Helene. Despite
the hurdles, the successful arrival of the crew at the ISS
underscored the resilience and dedication of the astronauts
involved.

The Dragon capsule, carrying NASA astronaut Nick Hague
and Russia’s Alexander Gorbunov, will stay docked at the ISS
until February, extending Wilmore and Williams’ mission to
over eight months instead of the originally planned week-long
trip. Two NASA astronauts were removed from the return
mission to make room for Wilmore and Williams.

Williams, the space station commander, welcomed Hague
and Gorbunov, saying, “I just want to say welcome to our new
compadres,” as the newcomers were embraced by the station’s
crew of nine. Hague reflected on the journey, noting the
smooth flight and the emotional moment of arrival, predicting
an “amazing expedition” ahead.

Boeing’s Starliner faces scrutiny
after capsule safety concerns

NASA generally rotates station crews every six months, and
since 2020, SpaceX has been responsible for astronaut
transportation. Boeing, initially contracted for ferry flights,
faced multiple delays and over $1 billion in repairs due to
software glitches and other issues with its Starliner capsule.
Post-flight inspections and data reviews of Starliner are
currently underway at NASA’'s Kennedy Space Center, though
NASA hasn’t given up on Boeing entirely, according to Jim
Free, NASA’s associate administrator.

With the arrival of the new astronauts, the four who have
been aboard since March are set to return to Earth in a week
using their SpaceX capsule, bringing the ISS crew back to its
usual size of seven. Their stay was extended by a month due to
the Starliner complications. While Saturday’s SpaceX launch
went smoothly, a malfunction in the rocket’s upper stage
caused it to miss its targeted Pacific Ocean impact zone,
prompting SpaceX to suspend Falcon launches until the issue
is resolved.

Other measures announced by Sebi
included intra-day monitoring of
position limits, removal of calendar
spread benefit on expiry day,
rationalisation of weekly index
derivatives and increased tail risk
coverage. These measures, aimed at
protecting investors and maintaining
market stability, particularly in the
high-risk environment of index
options trading on expiry days, will
become effective in a phased manner
starting November 20, Sebi said in its
circular. The framework comes days
after Sebi came out with its study on
Futures & Option (F&O) segment.

A recent Sebi study found that 93 per
cent of over 1 crore individual traders
in the F&O segment lost an average of
around Rs 2 lakh each between FY22
and FY24.

oil prices despite large
US crude build

NEW YORK (TIP)

Oil prices edged up on worries that the escalating conflict in
the Middle East could threaten oil supplies from the world’s top
producing region, but a large build in U.S. crude inventories
limited gains.

Brent futures rose 34 cents, or 0.46%, to settle at $73.90 per
barrel. U.S. West Texas Intermediate crude climbed 27 cents, or
0.39%, to settle at $70.10 per barrel.

On Tuesdaber 1, OctoIran fired more than 180 missiles at
Israel, its biggest ever direct attack on the country. Israel and
the United States vowed retribution for the attack, a sign that
conflict in the region is intensifying.

Israel’s retaliation could include targeting Iranian oil
production facilities among other strategic sites, U.S. news
website Axios reported on Wednesday citing Israeli officials.

Iran said its missile attack on Israel was over, barring
further provocation. It added that any Israeli response to its
attack would be met with widespread destruction.

An attack on Iran’s oil infrastructure could provoke Tehran
to respond with a strike on Saudi oil facilities, similar to one
conducted in 2019 on crude processing facilities there, said
Tamas Varga of oil brokerage PVM.

“Any of these events would irretrievably send oil prices
considerably higher,” he said.

In another escalation of the conflict, the Israeli military on
Wednesday sent regular infantry and armored units to join
ground operations in southern Lebanon against Iran-backed
Hezbollah.

At a United Nations Security Council meeting about the
Middle East on Wednesday, Israel and Iran threatened each
other with retaliation if attacked.

“A major escalation by Iran risks bringing the U.S. into the
war,” Capital Economics said in a note. “Iran accounts for
about 4% of global oil output, but an important consideration
will be whether Saudi Arabia increases production if Iranian
supplies were disrupted.”

Iran’s oil output rose to a six-year high of 3.7 million barrels
per day in August, ANZ analysts said.

Offsetting some gains made during the week, U.S. crude
inventories rose by 3.9 million barrels to 417 million barrels in
the week ended Sept. 27, the Energy Information
Administration said. This compared with analysts’
expectations in a Reuters poll for a 1.3 million-barrel draw.
Gasoline stocks also rose last week, but distillate inventories
fell. “As we descend into seasonal refinery maintenance, a
chunky drop in refining activity has ushered in a build to
crude inventories,” said Matt Smith, lead oil analyst at Kpler.

A meeting on Oc tober 2 of the top ministers of OPEC+ kept
oil output policy unchanged. The group is set to raise output by
180,000 bpd each month from December.

“Any suggestion that production hikes will proceed could
offset concerns of supply disruptions in the Middle East,” ANZ
analysts said. Source: Reuters

6th October

1661 JOTI JOT, Patshahi Seventh, Guru Har Rai Ji.

Patshahi Seventh, Guru Har Rai Ji, left for heavenly
abode. Guru har Rai had retired to Nahan to avoid
confrontation with his elder brother Dhirmal, who had
set himself as the Guru at Kiratpur and was in
possession of the original copy of Granth Sahib, and to
avoid Mehrban, son of Prithi Chand, Guru’s great
grand uncle, who had taken over control of Harimandir
Sahib and had declared himself as the Guru at
Amritsar. Guru Har rai lived at Nahan for 12 years
though he did visit other Sikh places for short intervals.
Here he left for his heavenly abode.

1661 GUR GADHI, Patshahi eighth, Guru Har
Krishan Ji. Patshahi Eighth, Guru Har Krishan Ji,
ascended to Guruship. Guru har Rai selected Har
Krishan, his youngest son, to lead the Sikh nation, who
at the date of his anointment was only five years old.
The eldest son, Baba Ram Rai, was disinherited and
disowned by Guru Har Rai for sycophancy at the Royal
court in Delhi, where he was sent by Guru Har Rai to
represent him. Guru Har Rai put before Har Krishan
five paisa and a coconut and bowed to him. Baba
Gurditta put the saffron mark on his forehead and
declared him to be the eighth Guru of the Sikhs.

1840 Davender Singh, son of Jasvant Singh became
Raja of Nabha.

1920 The control of Babe Ki Baer at Sialkot passed
over to SGPC.This was the first Gurdwara to be
liberated after Khalsa Sewak Jatha of local Sikhs,

despite hurdles, started performing daily services at
the Gurdwara and restarted Guru Ka Langar. C.M.
King, the commissioner of Lahore Division, approved
the Committee of 13 persons under Baba Kharak Singh
to control and manage the Gurdwara.

1922 Babbars appealed, through their "Babbar Akali
Doaba" newspaper, to Sikhs in British forces to join the
Babbar ranks.

1963 Baba Khadak Singh, leading Panth luminary,
passed away.

7th October

1534 Prakash Utsav, Fourth Patshah, Guru Ram Das
Ji. GURU RAM DAS (1534-1581). the Fourth Master,
ascended the holy gaddi (throne) of Guru Nanak in 1574
and continued to adorn the exalted office till 1581.
Though he was the son-in-law of Guru Amar Das, being
married to his daughter Bibi Bhani, yet he revered the
Third Master as a Guru with an unwavering fervor.
Inebriated with the nectar of the divine Nam, he
spurned delights, and @pent all his time in an ecstatic
communion with the Lord through moments of deep
meditation.

1664 Guru Tegh Bahadhur disclosed his mission,
through Makhan Shah, a trader from Muzaffrabad,
Kashmir. He announced thrice from the house top, to
the congregation gathered for Diwali — “Guru has been
found”.

1708 JOTI JOT, Patshahi Tenth, Guru Gobind Singh
Ji, at Nanded.

Tenth Patshahi, Guru Gobind Singh Ji, left for
heavenly abode in Nanded, South India. This is the
actual date of Joti Jot, though it is observed on a
different date by Guru Khalsa Panth. His mortal
remains were consigned to flames by Bhai Daya Singh.

Shortly before his demise, the Guru advised the Sikhs
to henceforth seek guidance from the Holy Granth. He
didn’t appoint any successor. The abolition of the
personal Guruship actually took place in 1699 when the
Guru established the Khalsa and after administering
‘Khanda Pahzzl’ to his five disciples, himself took
Khanda Pahul from them in the same manner whereby
the Guru also became the disciple. The personal
Guruship stood formally abolished after the death of
Guru Gobind Singh. Guru Gobind Singh was a great
scholar, a brave warrior, and a great commander. He
wrote many compositions which are named’Dasam
Granth’. He fought 20 battles in 30 years. He breathed a
spirit in his Khalsa disciples, that has been evident in
exemplary courage for the last about two centuries.
Khushwaqt Rai in his ‘History of Sikhs’ has stated that
Guru Gobind Singh issued a coin with the legend, “Deg
Tegh Fated, Nasrut Baidarang, Yaft uz Nanak Guru
Gobind Singh”.
1753 Nawab Kapur Singh passed away in Amritsar.

8th October

1745 Bhai Taru Singh’s scalp was removed by orders
of Nawab Zakaria Khan.

Nawab Zakaria Khan’s orders were carried out and
Bhai Taru’s scalp was removed. On Harbhagat
Naranjania’s complaint, Bhai Taru Singh of his village
was arrested and accused of providing rations to the
Sikhs. Bhai Taru Singh admitted the facts. Nawab
Zakaria Khan ordered the removal of his scalp. Bhai
Taru Singh said that the Governor would suffer as
much torture. And Bhai Taru would take Zakaria Khan
along with him to the other world.

1839 Maharaja Khadak Singh was dethroned by
Dogras and Maharaja’s chief advisor, Sirdar Chaet
Singh Bajwa was murdered. This event took place
barely three months after the demise of Ranjit Singh
and marked the beginning of a long drawn tragedy of
intrigues and murders of royal princes and high
officials.

9th October

1664 Sikh masses rediscovered their Ninth Guru with
the help of Makhan Shah. Makhan Shah was a sea
merchant, who when caught in a storm at sea, had
vowed to make an offering of a hundred and one gold
coins to the Guru if his ships were saved. On this day he
arrived in Bakala. Upon seeing so many Gurus, he was
confused. He went to each one of the imposters and
placed tow gold coins and bowed; each one was pleased
to have an offering of two gold coins. However, Makhan
Shah was disappointed. He knew that the Guru would
know about the promised offering of hundred and one
gold coins, and would not be willing to accept just two
gold coins. At the end he went to Tegh Bahadhur and
put two gold coins and bowed his head. Tegh Bahadhur
smiled and said that Makhan Shah had promised to give
a hundred and one gold coins and not just two gold
coins, if his ships were saved. The Guru showed him
the wound he had on his shoulders when he had rescued
the ships. Makhan Shah was stunned, he could not
belive his eyes or ears. He ran to the roof of the house
and shouted at the top of his voice, “Guru Lado re, Guru
Lado re” (I have found the Guru, I have found the Guru).
Thus was re-discivered the Ninth Guru of the Sikhs by
the masses. This historic incident sealed the affair for
good and the people renounced the imposters and came
to teh fold of the true Guru.

10th October

1946 Ishar Singh Mahjaiol moved a resolution, in
the Indian house, for the creation of a Sikh State. The
resolution was seconded by Sardar Swaran Singh.
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hile Sharadiya Navratri is celebrated with

s;s; great enthusiasm across India, it holds a

unique charm in Gujarat and Bengal. In

Bengal, the Durga Puja festival is celebrated in full
swing.

This year, Durga Puja will start on October 8, 2024,
and will conclude on October 12 with Vijayadashami.
Durga Puja is the biggest and most important festival
for the Bengali community. Each day of the festival,
including Shashthi, Mahasaptami, Mahaashtami,
Mahanavami, and Vijayadashami, holds special
significance. Durga Puja lasts for five days, from the
Shashthi (sixth day) to Dashami (tenth day) of
Sharadiya Navratri.

Significance Of Each Day Of Durga Puja

Bilva Nimantran (October 8, 2024):
Bilva Nimantran Timing: 3:39 PM - 5:59 PM

On this day, Goddess Durga is invited to reside in the
Bilva tree or kalash (pitcher). This ritual of inviting
Goddess Durga is known as the Nimantran. The
evening time and the conjunction of Shashthi are
considered the most suitable for Bilva puja.

Kalparambh (October 9, 2024):

According to scriptures, on the day of Kalparambbh,
Goddess Durga, along with Maa Saraswati and Goddess
Lakshmi, descends to Earth alongside Kartikeya and
Ganesh Ji. The Kalparambh puja is performed at an
auspicious morning time. In Bengal, the curtain is
drawn from the idol of Maa Durga on this day. The
rituals of Kalparambh are similar to the Bilva
Nimantran observed in other states.

Navapatrika Puja (October 10, 2024):

Navapatrika Day: 5:05 AM

The day of Navapatrika Puja is also known as
Mahasaptami. On this day, Goddess Durga is invited to
a group of nine plants known as Navapatrika. The
Goddess is also given a grand bath on this day.

Sindoor Khela (Octoher 12, 2024):

This day marks the last day of Durga Puja. On this
day, married women offer red vermilion (sindoor) to the
Mother and apply it to one another. It is believed that
this ritual grants the blessing of everlasting marital
bliss.

Why is Durga Puja Celebrated: Origin,
Significance, and Traditions

The origins of Durga Puja can be traced back to
ancient Indian scriptures. According to mythology,
Mahishasura was a demon who had received a boon
from Lord Brahma that he could not be defeated by any
god or man. This made him powerful, and he caused
great distress to the gods in heaven. In response to the
gods’ plea for help, Lord Brahma, along with Lord
Vishnu and Lord Shiva, created Goddess Durga,
endowing her with their supreme powers to battle
Mahishasura.

A fierce battle ensued between Mahishasura and
Goddess Durga. To gain an advantage, the demon
transformed himself into a buffalo. The conflict lasted
for 10 days, at the end of which Goddess Durga emerged
victorious by beheading the buffalo and defeating
Mahishasura as he appeared in his original form.

In essence, the festival of Durga Puja commemorates
this epic battle, spanning over 10 days, with the final
day known as Vijayadashami celebrating the triumph
of good over evil, in addition to celebrating Goddess
Durga’s visit to her parental home with her children.

The celebrations kick off with Mahalaya, marking
the beginning of Goddess Durga’s journey to Earth.
The formal festivities start on “Maha Sashthi,” the
sixth day, highlighted by the grand unveiling of Durga’s
idol to the public amid the vibrant beats of “dhakis”
playing the traditional “dhak” drum, a staple of the
puja and Bengali tradition.

The next day, “Maha Saptami,” begins with the early
morning ritual of immersing a banana tree in water,
symbolically transforming it into the “Kola Bou”
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Durga Puja: Celebrating
the triumph of Goddess

Durga Puja, one of the most revered festivals in Hinduism, celebrates the triumph of
Goddess Durga over the buffalo demon Mahishasura. In 2024, this vibrant five-day
celebration, known as Durgotsava, will start from October 8. Beyond its religious
significance, Durga Puja serves as a cultural and spiritual gathering for millions of
devotees, particularly in India, symbolising the victory of good over evil.

(Banana Bride), dressed in a saree with a red border
and placed beside Lord Ganesha.

“Maha Ashtami,” the eighth day, is crucial as it
commemorates Durga’s triumph over Mahishasura.

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This day is filled with devotees offering prayers with
“Anjali” and enjoying festive meals like khichdi. The
following day, “Maha Navami,” commences after the
“Sandhi Puja,” culminating in the grand “Maha Aarti,”
drawing large crowds for participation.

The festivities conclude on “Maha Dashami,” the
tenth day, with the immersion of Durga and other
deities’ idols in the river Ganges, a ceremony known as
“Visarjan.” Before this immersion, married women
partake in “Sindoor Khela,” applying vermilion to each
other’s faces. The day wraps up with processions and
joy, and the tradition of visiting relatives to exchange
“Bijoya Dashami” greetings signals the end of Durga
Puja.
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Pachmarhi:

anchmarhi has a number of
Pwaterfalls and lakes. Known as the
Queen of Satpuras, Panchmarhi is
an enchanting place. It is always full of
life and has a great cultural heritage. It is
a place that dates back to the time of the
Mahabharatas because legend has it that
the Pandavas stayed in these hills. The
waterfalls in Panchmarhi are among the
prime tourist destinations of the
place.These cascading falls fallings in
torrents from a height are a spectacle to
watch.
The silver cascades of water falling
down from sandstone rocks amidst the

surrounding greenery make the
waterfalls in Panchmari gracious.
Geographically Panchmarhi is a

collection of waterfalls. There are a
number of Waterfalls in Panchmarhi in
India, and the most well known among
them is the “Bee Fall”’or the Jamuna
Prapat. Rajat Prapat or the big fall is
ideal for those who want to have
adventure. It is just 10 mins walk from
the Apsara Vihar.The Duchess Falls or
the Jalwataran has a steep fall and it
takes 4kms to reach the base of the first
cascade of the fall.

“Bee Fall” provides drinking water to
Panchmari. The Bathing pools above the
fall are frequented regularly and are
popular.The fall gently cascades about 50
meters down the face of the rock and is
shaded beautifully. In the nearby trees
giant squirrels play on the branches and
different types of birds provide soothing
music.There are many Waterfalls in
Panchmarhi but Bee Fall is the most
accessible one. It is just 10 mins walk
from Apsara Bihar.

There are many waterfalls in
Panchmarhi that are lesser known.
Clinging to the rounded sandstone
structures these falls have an aura of
their own. The Sunlight falling on
Panchmarhi Waterfalls make for good
visuals and you have a chance to trek as
none of these are accessible by cars.

Rajat Waterfall

Rajat waterfall is one of the essential
waterfalls in Pachmarhi and the 30th
highest fall in India. With a height of 350
feet, the waterfall will surely amaze you
with its natural beauty. As the waterfall
is located quite close to Apsara Vihar,
you will have to make an uphill journey
to reach there. Most tourists love to trek
to enter Rajat Prapat because the view
offered in the passage is quite beautiful,
and adventure seekers do not want to
miss that. Apart from being a beautiful
waterfall, the area surrounding the
waterfall is perfect for having a nice
picnic with your family. Do not forget to
bring your camera to click gorgeous
pictures of the waterfall.

Bee Waterfall

Bee waterfall is one of the most
famous waterfalls located in Pachmarhi
because of its intensity and the view of
the area surrounding it. As the waterfall
originates from perennial rivers, a pool
is formed below the waterfall that is
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perfect for taking part in different water
activities including swimming. The
reason so many people love this fall is
that the water available in the pool is
quite clean. To reach the waterfall, you
will have to climb down more than 400
steps though the route where the stairs
are located is covered in the lush
greenery of thick forests. You will fall in
love with the ambiance of the area.

Duchess Waterfall

Duchess waterfall is located in the
Bhrant Neer area of Pachmarhi that can
be reached after undergoing a 4 km
uphill trek. The reason this waterfall is
immensely popular among nature lovers
is that the waterfall originates as one
stream by getting bifurcated into three
different streams. When you reach there,
you will be stunned by the gorgeousness
of the streams of the cascading water.

A considerable number of people do
not visit the fall, so the surrounding area
of the falls is quite clean and well-
maintained. If you are a bird-lover, you
will love this area as there are several
different categories of birds living there
in the forest. You must bring your
binocular as well as your camera when
you visit the falls.

Apsara Waterfall

Apsara waterfall is a hidden gem
located in Pachmarhi. To reach there,
you will have to hike approximately 3
km, and among the trail, you will have to
do a steep climb of 1.5 km. The journey
to reach the waterfall is not quite easy.
Many tourists cannot go there due to the
arduous journey to reach the falls.

The Israel Defense Forces said it had
struck a tunnel used for smuggling
weapons into Lebanon, but the country's
economic minister said most weapon
smuggling takes place through "illegal
channels, illegal roads" and not the main
crossing.

Meanwhile in Iran: Supreme Leader
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei led a rare
commemoration service for slain
Hezbollah leader Hassan Nasrallah as
part of Friday prayers in Tehran.
Khamenei said Iran will strike Israel
further if necessary, after launching its
largest-ever attack on its regional
adversary Tuesday. Thousands of people
gathered at Tehran's Grand Mosque for
the prayer service, according to the
broadcast from state media outlet IRIB.

No public funeral yet for Nasrallah:
A source close to Hezbollah told CNN
"nothing has been decided" about the time
and place of Nasrallah's burial, as Israel's
intensive bombing campaign has battered
many Shia-majority neighborhoods and
towns in Lebanon, leaving no conceivably
safe place to hold it.

Hezbollah attack: Israeli police
reported heavy damage in northern Israel
following a Hezbollah rocket barrage on
Friday. Several fires broke out but no
injuries were reported. Hezbollah said it
had targeted the city of Kiryat Shmona
and surrounding areas with a rocket
barrage "in defense of Lebanon and its
people, and in response to the barbaric
Israeli assaults on cities, villages, and
civilians."

Israel tells more Lebanese residents
to evacuate: Residents of more than 30
villages in southern Lebanon were asked
to leave their homes and move north on
Friday. Some of the villages listed in the
new order had been included in previous
Israeli warnings. The IDF would notify
residents when it was safe to return to
their homes, Arabic-language
spokesperson Avichay Adraee wrote on X.
About 1 million displaced people in
Lebanon have sought shelter from the
fighting.

More Hezbollah members killed: The
IDF said it killed the head of Hezbollah's
communication unit in strikes on
southern Beirut on Thursday afternoon
local time. Hezbollah has not yet made any
announcements about casualties. The IDF
says it has Kkilled "approximately 250"
Hezbollah militants since launching its
ground offensive in southern Lebanon
earlier this week.

Health care "under attack': Dozens of
medical workers were Kkilled over a 24-
hour period of Israeli bombardment in
Lebanon, World Health Organization
Director-General Tedros Adhanom
Ghebreyesus said Thursday. At least 37
health facilities have closed in southern
Lebanon and several Beirut hospitals
have evacuated staff and patients, with
health and humanitarian workers
struggling to provide care with limited

supplies. "Health care continues to come
under attack,"” he said at a briefing in
Geneva. (With inputs from CNN)

UN Security Council backs Guterres...

Mr:. Guterres on Tuesday, October 1, 2024,
issued a brief statement referencing only the
"latest attacks in the Middle East" and
condemning the conflict "with escalation
after escalation". Earlier on Tuesday, October
1, 2024, Israel had sent troops into south
Lebanon.

Earlier Wednesday; October 2, 2024, Israel
declared Mr. Guterres "persona non grata" as
they think he didn't specifically condemn
Iran's missile attack when he condemned on
Tuesday the "broadening conflict in the
Middle East."

UN chief Antonio Guterres called on
Wednesday, October 2, 2024, for an end to the
"sickening cycle of escalation" in the Middle
East, while specifically condemning Iran
over its latest missile attack after facing
harsh criticism from Israel.

"We've got to do so much better of a job at
earning the American people's trust back
on this issue...," said Mr. Vance, who had
earlier expressed support for a "national
standard" on abortion.

"We are pro-freedoms for women to make
their choices," he said, emphasizing also
that Ms. Harris had planned a $6,000 child
tax credit for parents, if elected.

During the final minutes of the debate,
Mr. Vance equivocated and did not agree
that Mr. Trump lost the 2020 elections,
saying that he believed "we should fight
about those issues, debate those issues
peacefully in the public square" and that he
was "focused on the future". He also said
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Ms. Harris was engaged in censorship.

"That is a damning non-answer," Mr. Walz
responded, in perhaps one of the governor's
strongest moments during the debate.

On the other hand, Mr. Walz floundered
when he was asked to clarify his
whereabouts during the 1989 Tiananmen
Square massacre. The governor, who used
to organize educational trips to China,
deflected the conversation to his
gubernatorial record, before calling himself
a '"knucklehead" and admitting he
"misspoke" when he had earlier said he was
in Hong Kong in 1989.

Mr. Vance dismissed economists'
relatively favorable assessment of Ms.
Harris's plan, saying the academics "have
PhDs, but they don't have common sense
and they don't have wisdom". Throughout
the debate, Mr. Vance repeatedly pivoted to
illegal migration into the U.S., blaming Ms.
Harris, who has been serving as U.S.
President Joe Biden's border czar', for the
record high number of undocumented
migrants in the country Mr. Walz blamed
Mr. Trump for derailing a border security
Bill in Congress.

Referring to immigration at one point,
Mr Vance told his opponent, "I think that
you want to solve this problem, but I don't
think that Kamala Harris does."

SC ropes in CBI to probe Tirupati laddu...

the apex court as a "political battleground"
to trade allegations at each other:

"We don't want any political drama.
Fortunately or unfortunately; both sides are
warring groups," Justice Gavai remarked
orally In a September 30 hearing, the apex
court had remarked that "gods at least should
be kept away from politics".

On Friday;, October 4, 2024, the court roped
in the Centre, saying it too should play a role
in unearthing the truth about the allegations.
Besides making the CBI a part of the probe,
the Bench brought the enquiry directly under
the supervision of the Central agency's
Director.

The court's move to give the CBI a larger
role in the probe was despite Solicitor
General Tushar Mehta, appearing for the
Centre, expressing confidence in the
competency of the State's SIT. Mr. Mehta had
submitted in court that there was "no issue if
the investigation is conducted by the SIT
[constituted by the Andhra Pradesh

government]". He had at the most, suggested
having an officer of the Central government
supervise the State SIT's probe.

But the Bench on Friday emphasized the
gravity of the allegations of adulterated ghee
used in the manufacture of the temple
prasadam.

"The allegation in the FIR has the potential
of hurting the sentiments of crores of
devotees/people residing worldwide," the top
court stressed.

The court clarified that the formation of
the independent SIT, which would also
include two Andhra Pradesh Police officers
and a representative of the Food Safety and
Standards Authority of India (FSSAI), was a
step taken to "assuage the feelings of crores of
people/devotees” and must not be seen as a
negative remark on the State SIT.

"We clarify that the instant order should
not be construed as any reflection on the
independence or fairness of the officers of
the SIT constituted by the State government.
We are entrusting this matter to an
independent agency only to assuage the
feelings of crores of people/devotees having
faith in the deity;" the court explained.

The court disposed of petitions, including
one filed by former Rajya Sabha member Dr.
Subramanian Swamy, seeking a direction to
constitute a committee consisting of a retired
Supreme Court judge or a former High Court
Chief Justice for a "deeper probe into the
allegations about the preparation of
prasadam" at the Tirupati temple.

The probe would be based on an FIR that
ghee received in two tankers supplied on July
6 and July 12 by the same supplier was
adulterated. Mr. Naidu had held a press
conference on the issue on September 18.

Senior advocate Mukul Rohatgi, for the
Andhra Pradesh government, said there was
"conclusive proof that lard was used" in the
ghee. He said the Chief Minister had been
speaking on the completion of 100 days of
government. He was responding to the stern
observations from the Bench in the previous
hearing about the Chief Minister's supposed
haste in calling a press conference. Mr.
Rohatgi defended that the media had quoted
Mr. Naidu out of context.

Mr. Mehta submitted that if there was any
element of truth in the allegations, it was
unacceptable.

In less than a month after tearing its
supply and confidence agreement with the
ruling Liberal party, Jagmeet Singh-led
New Democratic Party and Bloc Quebecois
have bailed the Justin Trudeau
Government through its second successive
no-confidence motion. The motion was
defeated 207-121.

Incidentally, Liberals have the largest
representation of MPs of Indian descent,
while the NDP leader, Jagmeet Singh,
belongs to the Indian Diaspora. He is the
only NDP MP of Indian descent in the
present House.

After tearing the supply and confidence
agreement on September 5, Jagmeet Singh
had declared himself a prime ministerial
candidate maintaining that the next
election would be a direct contest between
the NDP and the Conservatives as the

Even after the defeat of the
no-trust motion brought in by
the main opposition Party, the
Conservatives, the threat
continues to loom large over
the minority Liberal
Government.

The Bloc Quebecois has
already served an ultimatum
on the Liberals to concede two
of its demands, including
extending higher pensions to
senior citizens belonging to the
65-74 age group, by Oct. 29
failing which it would side with
the Conservatives as and when they bring
in the next no-confidence motion.

After surviving a second non-confidence
vote in as many weeks, the Liberal
government has put at bay again the
possibility of the country being plunged
into an immediate election campaign.

Members of Parliament voted on a
Conservative motion this afternoon that
called for them to declare they have lost
faith in Prime Minister Justin Trudeau and
his nine-year-old government.

The Liberals, NDP and Bloc Québécois
voted against the motion, as they did with a
similar motion last week.

Last month, the NDP ended a supply-and-
confidence agreement that had stabilized
the minority government for more than two

- years. Earlier in the day, the
Bloc forced a debate in the
& House of Commons about
increasing old-age security
payments for all seniors,
something that the party
says is key to earning its

support.
Bloc Leader Yves-
J Francois Blanchet has given
Y the government until

October 29 to green-light the
pension bill, which is
estimated to cost about $16
billion over five years.

Prime Minister Justin
Trudeau claimed that he would continue to
work for the Canadians while the
Conservatives and NDP were playing
politics. Trudeau survived a second
parliamentary confidence motion in less
than a week after opposition parties vowed
to keep his minority Liberal government
alive for now.

The Conservatives, who have a biglead in
the polls ahead of an election that must be
held by October 2025, say Canadians want
an anti-Carbon tax election as they cannot
afford a planned increase in the federal
carbon tax, The main opposition party has
also been accusing Trudeau of presiding
over high prices and rising crime.

To trigger an election, the Conservatives
need the backing of every single opposition

legislator. But the separatist Bloc
Quebecois, which wants independence for
the province of Quebec, backed Trudeau.
The party said last week it would back
Trudeau until at least the end of this month
in return for boosting seniors' pensions.

Even if the Bloc does turn against
Trudeau, he could still be saved by the left-
leaning New Democratic Party (NDP).

A Nanos poll released on Sept. 27 showed
the Conservatives on 42 percent public
support, far ahead of the NDP on 22 percent
and the Liberals on 21 percent. Given this
would result in a huge Conservative victory
if replicated in an election, the NDP could
be tempted to keep Trudeau in power, in the
hope its own fortunes might recover.

Spearheaded by Sukh Dhaliwal,
Liberal MP from British Columbia,
leaders of various Sikh organizations
have petitioned the Canadian House of
Commons demanding a fresh inquiry
into one of the worst air tragedies in
history.

Reacting to the petition sent to the
House of Commons, Chandra Arya, also
a Liberal MP (from Ontario), made a
statement in the House saying "Now,
there is a petition on the Parliament
portal asking for a new inquiry and
promoting conspiracy theories promoted
by Khalistan extremists."

There was no official word on the
petition from the House of Commons or
the Government of Canada.

Though the petition has been made to
the House of Commons, its copies,
urging Canadians to sign it, have been
pasted at gurdwaras throughout Canada
and several other important public
places.

Signed among others by Manveer
Singh, H S Hansra, Amarjit S Mann,
Bhupinder S Dhillon, Sukhdev Singh and

The mid-air blast of Air India Flight 182 killing all 329 persons on board 39 years ago has once again

started hawking media headlines in Canada.

Manjit Singh Mann, the petition reads:
"The Air India bombings of June 23,
1985, that left 331 people dead was the
worst tragedy in the history of aviation
terror before 9/11. The victims' families
continue to wait for justice and closure.
The Sikhs in Canada widely believe that
this was the handiwork of foreign
intelligence to discredit their political
activism and undermine their advocacy
work for human rights in India.

"The recent developments within the
Sikh community in British Columbia give
credence to this perception. The Canadian
government is looking into growing
foreign interference in its political affairs.

"The Sikhs are living under fear since
the murder of Surrey Delta Gurdwara
President Hardeep Singh Nijjer in June
2023; and on September 18, 2023, the Prime
Minister of Canada stated that there are
credible allegations of a link between

agents of the Government of India and the
killing of Hardeep Singh Nijjer," the
petition said while calling upon the
Government of Canada to order a fresh
inquiry into the Air India episode to
determine  whether any  foreign
intelligence was involved in the crime.
"Mr. Speaker, 39 years back, Air India
Flight 182 was blown up mid-air by a bomb
planted by Canadian Khalistan extremists.
It killed 329 people, and this is the largest
mass killing in Canadian history, said Mr
Chandra Arya in the House of Commons.
"Even today, the ideology responsible for
this terrorist attack is still alive among a
few people in Canada. Two Canadian
public inquiries have found Khalistan
extremists responsible for the bombing of
the Air India flight. Now, there is a petition
on the Parliament portal asking for a new

inquiry and promoting conspiracy
theories promoted by Khalistan
extremists.

"Mr Bal Gupta, whose wife Rama was
killed in this attack, told The Globe and
Mail, "It's deeply frustrating. It opens up
old wounds all over again. It's all garbage.
It's an attempt to gain publicity and
support for terrorist activities," Chandra
Arya concluded.

arlos Alcaraz roared back from a set down
‘ to beat world number one Jannik Sinner

in a thriller and win his first China Open
title on October 2.

The four-time Grand Slam champion from
Spain edged a captivating final 6-7 (6/8), 6-4, 7-6
(7/3) for his fourth ATP crown of the year and
16th overall.

Alcaraz, who is set to return to number two in
the world behind Sinner, was 3-0 down in the
final-set tie break only to fight back and win in
three hours, 21 minutes.

The dramatic triumph ended Sinner's run of
14 victories in a row and saw him deposed as the
Beijing champion after an almighty fight.

Sinner, 23, was the first to blink, with second-
seeded Alcaraz breaking for a 3-1 lead and
celebrating with a pump of the fist.

The Spaniard held easily for 4-1 and had his
opponent uncharacteristically rattled.

ICC WOMEN’S T20 WORLD CUP
India beaten in opener as Pak,
Bangladesh make a winning start

Tpe ICC Women's T20 World Cup
2024 has started on a mixed note for
the Asian teams as India was
humbled in its opener while Pakistan and
Bangladesh made winning starts in the
tournament that got underway in UAE
after it was shifted from strife-torn
Bangladesh.India, who lost to New
Zealand by 58 runs, will have to come
back strongly in its next assignment
against Pakistan to stay in the hunt for a
place in the knockout round. New
Zealand, buoyed by this win will enter
with a lot of confidence against six-time
champion Australia in its next encounter.

Pakistan beat Sri Lanka by 31 runs
while Bangladesh recorded its first-ever
win in the ICC Women's T20 World Cup
since 2014 defeating Scotland by 16 runs.
In another match, South Africa
recorded an impressive 10-wicket win
over West Indies.

After opting to bat first, the Kiwis
started strong, with openers Bates and
Plimmer laying a solid foundation in the
first six overs. They played cautiously
yet effectively, setting the stage for a
competitive total. However, the game's
momentum shifted when India claimed
a couple of quick wickets, turning the
match into a tactical contest. India's
spinners took control, effectively
slowing the run rate during the middle
overs. Despite these challenges, New
Zealand forced its way back in the death
overs. Sophie Devine's unbeaten half-
century, along with crucial partnerships
with Kerr and Halliday, propelled the
team forward. The Kiwis finished
strong, scoring 51 runs in the final five
overs and posting a challenging total for
India to chase. Following an impressive
performance by its batters, New Zealand
bowlers, too, stepped in capitalizing on
the advantages with no apparent dew
and the ball moving both in the air and
off the pitch. Their disciplined attack
yielded quick wickets in the early
stages, effectively tearing apart the

Their disciplined bowling
was complemented by outstanding
fielding, leaving no Indian batter able to
score more than 20 runs. To make
matters worse, no partnership managed
to exceed 20 runs either.

This pressure to accelerate certainly
got the better of them as Jemimah
Rodrigues too fell early in her innings in
an attempt to counterattack. In stark
contrast to their opponents, the Indian
innings got off to a disastrous start. The
Powerplay proved brutal as it lost its top
three batters - Smriti Mandhana, Shafali
Verma, and Harmanpreet Kaur
cheaply. With the score at a precarious
43/3 in 6 overs, India found itself in deep
trouble already.

As a result, with too many wickets
down, India crawled through the mid-
overs and could only get to 63 at the
halfway stage versus New Zealand 72/2
at this very stage. They never found the
momentum and the asking rate zoomed

up massively and it was a matter of time
before a procession of wickets which
further depleted their hopes. And in the
end, they were bowled out with an over
to spare.

India defeat Bangladesh, make clean sweep of two-Test series

KANPUR (TIP)

Yashasvi Jaiswal scored another
half-century as India defeated
Bangladesh by seven wickets in the
weather-hit second Test to make a
clean sweep of the two-Test series.

India, after dismissing Bangladesh
for 146 runs in the second innings,
thanks to three-wicket hauls by
Ravichandran Ashwin, Ravindra
Jadeja and Jasprit Bumrah, achieved

the victory target of 95 runs in 17.2
overs, with Jaiswal and Kohli
scoring 51 and unbeaten 29 runs,
respectively.

Earlier, Ashwin (3/50), Jadeja
(3/34) and Bumrah (3/17) broke the
back of Bangladesh batting, allowing
them an addition of just 120 runs to
their overnight total of 26/2.

Bangladesh in the second innings,
scoring 50 runs.The lunch session
was extended by nearly an hour to
complete Bangladesh’s innings.
